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Background. Status epilepticus (SE) is one of the most
common neurological disorder in children, resulting from
the failure of the mechanisms responsible for ending con-
vulsive access or from the initiation of mechanisms, which
start prolonged seizures. Objective of the study. An analy-
sis of SE evolution amidst children with new onset seizu-
res and previously pre-established epilepsy, by examining
the types of crisis, EEG results and analyzing of the serum
concentration of the antiepileptic drugs (AED). Material
and Methods. A single-center retrospective trial was con-
ducted between the years 2015-2019. In this study 115
children with convulsive SE, aged between 1 month and 18
years, admitted in the Pediatric Intensive Care Unit were in-
cluded. Medical records of demographic data, crisis types,
EEG results, and serum concentration of AED were analyzed
and compared. Results. Among all 115 children with SE,
62.6% (72) were formerly diagnosed with stable epilepsy.
In 32.1% of cases, seizures were focal, and 33.04% nee-
ded intubation; lethal outcome was in 3.4%. Pathological
EEG was found more frequently in children with pre-esta-
blished epilepsy (p < 0.001). The levels of AED were known
in 81% of children with stable epilepsy and 51.6% of them
were sub-therapeutic. Conclusion. Stable epilepsy is more
common disorder associated with SE. Patients with focal
seizures more frequently require intubation. Children with
pre-existing epilepsy and SE seem to have more frequently
subtherapeutic serum concentrations of AED.
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Introducere. Status epilepticus (SE) este una dintre cele
mai frecvente tulburari neurologice la copii, rezultata din
esuarea mecanismelor responsabile de Incetarea accesului
convulsiv sau din initierea unor mecanisme care determina
convulsii prelungite. Scopul lucrarii. O analiza a evoluti-
ei SE 1n randul copiilor cu convulsii ,,de novo” si epilepsie
prestabilitd, prin studierea tipului de convulsii, EEG si ana-
liza concentratiei serice a remediilor antiepileptice (RAE).
Material si metode. in perioada 2015-2019 a fost realizat
un studiu retrospectiv, unicentric. In studiu au fost inclusi
115 copii cu SE convulsiv, varsta cuprinsa intre 1 luna si 18
ani, internati in Sectia Terapie Intensiva Pediatrica. Au fost
analizate fisele medicale, s-a efectuat analiza comparativa
a datelor demografice, tipurilor de criza, rezultatelor EEG
si concentratiei serice a RAE. Rezultate. Din totalul de 115
copii cu SE, 62,6% (72) au fost diagnosticati anterior cu epi-
lepsie stabila. Crizele focale au fost prezente in 32,1% din
cazuri, iar 33,04% au necesitat intubare; incidenta morta-
litatii a fost de 3,4%. EEG patologic a fost Intalnit mai frec-
vent (p < 0,001) la copiii cu diagnostic de epilepsie stabilit
anterior. Nivelurile de RAE erau cunoscute la 81% dintre
copii cu convulsii preexistente si 51,6% dintre acestea erau
sub-terapeutice. Concluzii. Cea mai frecventa tulburare
asociata SE este epilepsia stabila. Intubatia este necesara in
principal la pacientii cu convulsii focale. Copii cu epilepsia
preexistenta si SE mai des au concentratiile serice subtera-
peutice ale RAE.
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
