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Introducere. Violenta impotriva minorilor este o proble-
ma sociald inregistrata in toate tarile lumii, copiii fiind o
categorie cu vulnerabilitate sporita. Interesele copiilor si
drepturile lor la viata si integritate corporala sunt protejate
la nivel international de Conventia Natiunilor Unite cu pri-
vire la drepturile copilului, iar la nivel national - de Legea
privind drepturile copilului. Cu toate acestea, in Republica
Moldova, violenta fizica aplicata copilului este inca frecvent
inregistrata. Astfel, potrivit Ministerului Muncii si Protectiei
Sociale, in anul 2021 la evidenta erau 8300 de copii aflati
in situatii de risc. Scopul lucrarii. Evaluarea vulnerabilitatii
minorilor fata de abuzul fizic in municipiul Chisinau con-
form datelor medico-legale. Material si metode. Au fost
analizate datele din arhiva Centrului de Medicina Legal3,
literatura de specialitate autohtona si internationala in do-
meniul violentei. Rezultate. Conform Centrului de Medicina
Legald, in anul 2022 au fost efectuate 227 de expertize si
constatdri medico-legale privind violenta fizica fata de mi-
nori ce a avut loc in mun. Chisindu. Analiza acestor cazuri a
aratat o predominare evidenta a victimelor de sex masculin
(74%) cu varsta cuprinsa intre 12 si 18 ani (69%). In calitate
de locuri cu vulnerabilitate sporita pentru agresarea fizica a
minorilor au servit strada (52%), domiciliul (18%) si insti-
tutiile de invatamant (15%). Mai rar minorii au fost agre-
sati fizic In alte locuri precum spatiile verzi, locurile publice,
scara blocului si altele. In majoritatea cazurilor victimele au
prezentat leziuni mecanice superficiale ale tesuturilor moi
de tip echimoze si/sau excoriatii, obtinute in urma lovirii
cu corpuri contondente. Concluzii. Incidenta cazurilor de
violenta fizica privind minorii in municipiul Chisinau este
fnalta, iar majoritatea victimelor sunt baieti de 12-18 ani.
Violenta se produce mai frecvent in strada, la domiciliu si
in institutiile de invatamant. Cuvinte-cheie: violenta fizica,
expertize privind minorii, drepturile copilului.
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Background. Violence against minors is a social prob-
lem encountered in all countries all over the world, due to
children’s increased vulnerability. The children’s interests
and rights to life and bodily integrity are protected at the
international level by the UN Convention on the Rights of
the Child (UNCRC) and at the national level by the Law on
the Rights of the Child. However, in the Republic of Moldova,
physical violence against children is still frequently record-
ed. Thus, according to the Ministry of Labor and Social Pro-
tection, in 2021 there were 8,300 children at risk. Objective
of the study. Evaluation of minors’ vulnerabilities to physi-
cal abuse in the municipality of Chisinau according to medi-
co-legal data. Material and methods. Data from the Foren-
sic Medicine Center archive and domestic and international
specialized literature in the field of violence were analyzed.
Results. According to the Center for Forensic Medicine, in
2022, 227 forensic medical reports regarding physical vi-
olence against minors that took place in the municipality
of Chisinau were carried out. The analysis of these cases
showed an obvious predominance of male victims (74%)
aged between 12 and 18 years (69%). Street (52%), home
(18%) and educational institutions (15%) are the places
where minors were physically assaulted. Less often, minors
were physically attacked in other places such as green spac-
es, public areas, block staircases, and others. Mostly, super-
ficial mechanical injuries of the soft tissues such as bruises
and/or abrasions due to blunt objects were found on the
victims’ bodies. Conclusion. The incidence of physical vio-
lence against minors in the municipality of Chisinau is high,
and most of the victims are boys aged 12-18. Violence oc-
curs more frequently in the street, at home, and in educa-
tional institutions. Keywords: physical violence, expertise
on minors, children’s rights.
