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Introducere. Patologia tumorala la copii este un fenomen
frecvent si dupa datele efectuate in cadrul proiectului in Re-
publica Moldova are o tendinta de crestere. Regiunea OMF
s-a constatat a fi cea mai frecventa localizare in patologia
tumorala. Abordarea multidisciplinara in diagnosticul si
tratamentul copiilor cu patologie tumorald ramane a fi o
provocare pentru medicii din institutiile medicale din Re-
publica Moldova. Pe de o parte lipsa unui protocol de di-
agnostic precoce comun in patologia tumorala, iar pe de
alta parte decentralizarea institutiilor medicale pediatrice
duce la scaderea accesului de diagnostic precoce si evidenta
multidisciplinara Scopul lucrarii. Evaluarea patologiei tu-
morale in regiunea cap si gat la copii prin abordarea mul-
tidisciplinara creata in cadrul proiectului de Stat. Material
si metode. Registrele electronice SIAAMS-Hipocrate din ca-
drul IMC Clinica ,Emilian Cotaga”, departamentul chirurgie
OMF pediatrica (2020-2022) au fost analizate evidentiind
patologia tumorala si necesitatea evidentei multidisciplina-
re. Rezultate. S-a constatat trei tipuri de patologie tumo-
rald: benign, malign si congenital. Perioada 2020-2022 a
fost prezentata de tumorile benigne 2,55%, maligne 0,04%,
congenitale 6,94%. Consultul si tratamentul impreuna cu
ORL-ul, oncologul pediatrul, oftalmologul, neurochirurgul
au necesitat mai mult de 50% cazuri. Concluzii. Abordarea
diagnosticului si tratamentului copiilor cu patologie tumo-
rald in regiunea cap si gat prezinta o provocare multidisci-
plinara si personalizatd pentru fiecare caz. Cuvinte-cheie:

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Background. Tumor pathology in children is a frequent
phenomenon and according to the data carried out within
the project in the Republic of Moldova, it has an increasing
tendency. The oro-maxillofacial region was found to be the
most frequent location in tumor pathology. The multidis-
ciplinary approach in the diagnosis and treatment of chil-
dren with tumor pathology remains a challenge for doctors
in medical institutions in the Republic of Moldova. On the
one hand, the lack of a common early diagnosis protocol
in tumor pathology, and on the other hand, the decentral-
ization of pediatric medical institutions leads to a decrease
in access to early diagnosis and multidisciplinary records.
Objective of the study. Evaluation of tumor pathology in
the head and neck region in children through the multidisci-
plinary approach created within the State project. Material
and methods. The SIAAMS - Hipocrate electronic registers
from the Emilian Cotaga Clinic, OMF pediatric Department
of Surgery (2020-2022) were analyzed highlighting tumor
pathology and the need for multidisciplinary records. Re-
sults. Three types of tumor pathology were found: benign,
malignant and congenital. The period 2020-2022 was pre-
sented by benign tumors 2.55%, malignant 0.04%, congen-
ital 6.94%. Consultation and treatment together with the
ENT, pediatric oncologist, ophthalmologist, and neurosur-
geon required more than 50% of cases Conclusion. The
approach to the diagnosis and treatment of children with
tumor pathology in the head and neck region presents a
multidisciplinary and personalized challenge for each case.
