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Introducere. Implantarea imediata in alveola postextracti-
onala cu fixarea coroanei provizorii, a fost demonstrata an-
terior ca fiind un tratament predictibil in reabilitarea dinti-
lor cu fracturi radiculare in regiunile anterioare ale maxila-
rului superior. Scopul lucrarii. Acest studiu prezinta un caz
clinic in care a fost utilizat protocolul de inserare imediata
a implantului, urmata de protezarea provizorie folosind co-
roana dintelui extras. Material si metode. Examenul clinic
si radiologic ale pacientei (femeie, 40 de ani) au evidentiat
incisivul central maxilar (dintele 11) cu o usoara mobilitate
datorita prezentei unei fracturi radiculare oblice. Tratamen-
tul propus a inclus extractia atraumatica a dintelui, urmata
de implantarea imediata si fixarea lucrarii protetice provi-
zorii. Grefa osoasa xenogena si autogena, au fost utilizate
la umplerea spatiului ramas, pentru prevenirea resorbtiei
corticalei osoase vestibulare foarte subtire. Rezultate. Uti-
lizarea coroanei dintelui extras in calitate de lucrare prote-
tica provizorie sau permanentd, dupa implantarea imediata
a condus la obtinerea unui rezultat estetic satisfacator si
stabil pe termen lung. Concluzii. Protocolul de tratament
propus poate fi utilizat eficient pentru reabilitarea imediata
a esteticii si functiei pacientului, mentinand in acelasi timp
starea de sanatate, volumul si conturul tesuturilor gingivale
la 12 luni de monitorizare. Cuvinte-cheie: implantare ime-
diat3, extractie dentara, coroana provizorie.
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Background. Immediate placement and provisionalization
of implants in fresh sockets has been previously demon-
strated to be a predictable treatment in the restoration
of teeth with root fractures in the anterior regions of the
maxilla. Objective of the study. This study reports a clini-
cal case in which an immediate implant placement protocol
was used, followed by immediate implant provisionalization
using the patient’s crown of an extracted tooth. Material
and methods. Clinical and radiological examinations of the
patient (female, 40 years old) revealed a maxillary central
incisor (tooth N. 11) with slight mobility due the presence
of oblique root fracture. The treatment proposed was the
atraumatic extraction of the tooth followed by immediate
implant placement and provisionalization. Bovine bone and
autogenous bone chips were used for filling the gap defect
for prevention of very thin buccal bone resorption. Results.
The use of the extracted crown as a temporary or perma-
nent crown after immediate implant placement resulted in
immediate achievement of an esthetically pleasing outcome
and long-term stable results. Conclusion.The treatment
protocol proposed can be efficiently used to immediately re-
store the patient’s esthetics and function while maintaining
the health, volume, and contours of gingival tissues over a
12-month follow-up period. Keywords: immediate implan-
tation, tooth extraction, provisional crown.
