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Introducere. Dinti supranumerari (pleiodontie) sunt tul-
burari in perioada de formare, diviziune a lamei dentare si
evolutie a mugurilor, insotitd de majorarea numarului de
dinti. Are o frecventd de 2-4% (Brabant) din numarul total
de populatie, mai des se depisteaza in sectorul frontal al ar-
cadei superioare. Scopul lucrarii. Analiza particularitatilor
clinice, aspectelor de diagnostic si tratament al anomaliilor
dento-maxilare asociate cu prezenta dintilor numerari. Ma-
terial si metode. Lucrarea este un studiu descriptiv realizat
in baza analizei unui lot de 12 pacienti cu varste de 6-18 ani.
Criteriul de baza in selectare a fost prezenta unui sau a mai
multi dinti supranumerari in asociere cu o anomalie den-
to-maxilara. Stabilirea diagnosticului s-a efectuat in baza:
examenului clinic, radiologic (teleradiografie si ortopanto-
mografie, tomografie computerizata), studiului biometric
de model (metodele Pont, Korkhaus, Bolton). Rezultate.
Din numarul de 12 pacienti: 9 aveau anomalii de clasa I An-
gle, 2-clasa I, 1-clasa III. In 8 (67%) cazuri s-a depistat pre-
zenta dintilor supranumerari in sectorul frontal al arcadelor
dentare. In 4 cazuri dintii supranumerari erau erupti, fiind
identificati la examenul clinic, la 8 pacienti au fost depistati
in urma unui examen radiologic. Urmarile prezentei oligo-
dontiei au fost: diastema superioara-3 cazuri, incluzie den-
tara-4 cazuri, iInghesuire dentara la 3 pacienti, in 2 cazuri au
lipsit probleme legate de prezenta dintelui supranumerar.
Concluzii. In diagnosticul oligodentiilor e importati utiliza-
rea tomografiei computerizate pentru identificarea pozitiei
dintilor supranumerari si selectarea corecta a planului de
tratament. In 10 cazuri acesti dinti au fost supusi extractiei,
urmata de aplicarea unui aparat dentar pentru tratamentul
anomaliei asociate.

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Background. Supernumerary teeth (pleyodontia) they
are disorders that occurred during formation, division of
the dental lamina and the development of tooth buds, as-
sociated with an increase in the number of teeth. It has a
frequency of 2-4% (Brabant) of the total population, more
often they are detected in the front regions of the supper
arch. The aim of the project. Analysis of the particulari-
ties of clinical signs, the diagnostic and treatment aspects of
dento-maxilary anomalies associated with supernumerary
teeth. Materials and methods. This research was realized
based on the investigation of 12 patients at the age of 6-18
years old. Main criterion in the selection was the presence
of one or more supernumerary teeth in association with a
dento-maxillary anomaly. The establishment of the diagno-
sis was carried out according to: clinical, radiological exam-
ination (teleradiography and orthopantomography, com-
puted tomography), biometric study on the model (Pont,
Korkhaus, Bolton methods). Results. From the total num-
ber of 12 patients: 9 had Angle class [ anomalies, 2-class II,
1-class 1II. In 8 (67%) cases, the presence of supernumerary
teeth was detected in the frontal region of the dental arches.
In 4 cases the supernumerary teeth were erupted and were
identified during the clinical examination, in other 8 cases
there were detected supernumerary teeth following a radio-
logical examination. The consequences of the presence of
oligodontia in the study group were: upper diastema-3 cas-
es, dental inclusion-4 cases, dental crowding in 3 patients,
in 2 cases there were no problems related to the presence of
the supernumerary tooth. Conclusions. In the diagnosis of
oligodentures, the use of computerized tomography is im-
portant for identifying the position of supernumerary teeth
and the correct selection of the treatment plan. In 10 cases
these teeth were subjected to extraction, followed by the
application of a dental appliance for treating the associated
anomaly.
