s-au depistat 35(59,3%) bolnavi in lotul I si 28(50,9%) in II.
Tuberculoza primara a predominat in lotul I - 30(50,8%),
iar in II - 11(20,0%) cazuri, (P<0,05).

-17(28,8%) cazuri, (P<0,05) Microscopia sputei la BAAR in
lotul I a fost negativa in toate cazurile.

Testul Xpert MTB/RIF pozitiv s-a apreciat in lotul [ numai

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Introduction. Adolescence is increasingly recognized as a
developmental period that is fundamental to many aspects
of future health and well-being. The WHO recommends di-
viding the adolescent age group into younger adolescents
(10 to 14 years) and older adolescents (15 to 19 years). Aim
of the study. To study the clinical and paraclinical features
of tuberculosis in younger and older adolescents. Materi-
al and methods. A retrospective study was performed in
2023 by assessment of 114 cases diagnosed with tubercu-
losis in Moldova among adolescents (aged 10-19 years), di-
vided into 2 age groups: group [ - 10-14 years - 59 (51.8%)
and group II - 15-19 years - 55 (48.2%). Results. In Group |,
there were 37 (62.7%) boys and 22 (37.3%) girls, while in
Group II there were 35 (63.6%) boys and 20 (36.4%) girls.
Active case finding detected 35 (59.3%) patients in Group I
and 28 (50.9%) in group II. Primary tuberculosis predomi-
nated in group I - 30 (50.8%), while in group II- 11 (20.0%)
cases (P<0.05). Secondary tuberculosis was more prevalent
in group II - 36 (65.4%), compared to group [ - 17 (28.8%)
cases (P<0.05). Sputum microscopy for AFB was negative
in all cases in group I. In group II, positive microscopy was
confirmed in 9 (16.4%) cases (p<0.05). Xpert MTB/RIF test
was positive in group I in only 5 (8.5%) patients (3 sus-
ceptible, 2 resistant), while in group II it was positive in 23
(41.8%) (19 susceptible and 4 resistant), (p<0.05). Conclu-
sions. Tuberculosis was more commonly detected in young-
er adolescents. Primary tuberculosis was more prevalent in
group I, while secondary tuberculosis was more common in
group II. The majority of bacillary patients were in group II.
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
