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Introducere. Epilepsia farmaco-rezistenta (EFR) poate
fi tratata eficient prin chirurgie epileptica, Tnsa succesul
acestui tratament depinde de o examinare prechirurgicala
cuprinzatoare pentru a identifica candidatii potentiali care
pot obtine eliminarea crizelor fara deficiente severe. Scop-
ul lucrarii. Evaluarea utilizarii scalei ISIEC In determinarea
eligibilitatii pacientilor cu EFR pentru chirurgie epileptica.
Material si metode. Studiul a inclus 68 de pacienti cu EFR,
monitorizati la Centrul National de Epileptologie, Institu-
tul de Medicina Urgenta din Chisindu. Prognosticul pentru
ablatia focarului epileptogen a fost evaluat folosind scala
prechirurgicala ISIEC, care analizeaza coeficientul de inteli-
genta (1Q), semiologia, imagistica prin rezonanta magnetica
(IRM) de performanta inalt3, electroencefalografia (EEG) si
concordanta dintre IRM si EEG. Rezultate. Scala ISIEC cu-
prinde 5 categorii de evaluare. Dintre cei 68 de pacienti, 14
nu au fost considerati eligibili din cauza lipsei unei IRM de
performantd Tnaltd. Din cei ramasi, 37 au fost clasificati in
gradul 3 (scor <4), 10 in gradul 2 (scor >4 si <7,5) si 7 in
gradul 1 (scor =7,5). Concluzii. Scala ISIEC este un instru-
ment util pentru triajul primar, facilitand selectia pacientilor
pentru monitorizarea prechirurgicalda non-invaziva si pent-
ru consilierea acestora si a familiilor lor in privinta chirur-
giei epilepsiei.

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Background. Drug-resistant epilepsy (DRE) can be effec-
tively treated by epilepsy surgery, but this treatment de-
pends on a comprehensive pre-surgical examination to
identify potential candidates who can achieve seizure clear-
ance without severe impairment. Objective of the study. To
evaluate the use of the ISIEC scale in determining the eligi-
bility of patients with DRE for epilepsy surgery. Material
and methods. The study included 68 patients with EFR,
monitored at the National Epileptology Center, Institute of
Emergency Medicine, Chisinau. Prognosis for epileptogen-
ic foci ablation was assessed using the ISIEC pre-surgical
scale, which analyzes 1Q, semiology, high-performance mag-
netic resonance imaging (MRI), electroencephalography
(EEG) and MRI-EEG concordance. Results. The ISIEC scale
comprises 5 assessment categories. Of the 68 patients, 14
were not considered eligible because of lack of high-perfor-
mance MRI. Of those remaining, 37 were classified as grade
3 (score <4), 10 as grade 2 (score >4 and <7.5) and 7 as
grade 1 (score 27.5). Conclusion. The ISIEC scale is a useful
tool for primary triage, facilitating the selection of patients
for non-invasive pre-surgical monitoring and counselling
them and their families regarding epilepsy surgery. Key-
words: drug-resistant epilepsy; epilepsy surgery; pre-sur-
gical evaluation.
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
