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Introducere. Serviciul medical chirurgical contemporan se realizeaza cu succes si in conditii de penitenciar
in sectii specializate, Consilierea spirituala a persoanelor private de libertate devine o necesitate tot mai
evidentd. Administrarea tratamentului chirurgical si asistentei spirituale va avea efecte psiho-somatice
pozitive. Concomitent aceste implicatii e necesar de a fi corelate cu principiile bioetice.

Scopul lucrarii. Evidentierea corelatiei medico-bioetice in cadrul consilierii spirituale a detinutilor aflati in
tratament chirurgical.

Material si metode. Au fost consultati spiritual circa 183 detinuti carora li s-a administrat interventii
chirurgicale in conditii de stationar. S-au analizat metode actuale: structuralista, bioetica, sociologica, psiho-
pedagogica.

Rezultate. In urma consilierii spirituale a detinutilor cu interventii chirurgicale s-au inregistrat schimbari
pozitive in comportament, s-a extins interesul spre comunicare si abordare a subiectelor spirituale din
literatura, religie, filosofie, artd s.a. Efectul scontat al actiunilor intreprinse a rezultat in urma aplicarii
principiilor bioetice.

Concluzii. (1)Consilierea spirituald a detinutilor, inclusiv a celor cu tratament chirurgical, devine o
necesitate actuald. (2) Efecte psiho-somatice pozitive s-au inregistrat practic in toate cazurile si la
reprezentantii ambelor sexe. (3) Componentele bioetice au o dubla valoare: (1) sunt implicate la toate etapele
consilierii si a actului medical chirurgical; (2) devine necesara realizarea unei metodologii bioetice efective.
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Introduction. The contemporary surgical medical service is also successful in prison conditions in
specialized sections. Spiritual counseling of detainees is becoming an obvious. Surgical treatment
administration and spiritual assistance will have positive psychosomatic effects. Simultaneously these
implications are necessary to correlate with bioethical principles.

Objective of the study. Highlighting the medical and bioethical correlation in the spiritual counseling of the
detainees that are under surgical treatment.

Material and methods. There were spiritual counseled about 183 detainees who received surgical
interventions surgery in the hospital. Current methods were analyzed: structuralist, bioethical, sociological,
psycho-pedagogical.

Results. Following the spiritual counseling of detainees with surgical interventions, there were recorded
positive changes in behavior, interest has expanded to communication and approaching spiritual subjects
from literature, religion, philosophy, art etc. The expected effect of actions resulted from the application of
bioethical principles.

Conclusions. (1) Spiritual counseling of detainees, including those with surgical treatment becomes a
necessity today. (2) Psychosomatic positive effects were recorded in almost all cases and of both sexes. (3)
Bioethical components have a double value: (1) are involved in all stages of counseling and of the medical
surgical act; (2) It becomes necessary to conduct an effective bioethical methodology.
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
