Organizing the study process from the students’ per-
spective and creating the methodology, strategies specific to
the students’ profile and personal learning path in a flexible,
diverse, and cooperative learning environment, increase
motivation, emotional intelligence, academic communica-
tion skills, valuing procedural, declarative and conditional
knowledge.
