Prin educatie si formare E adecvatd, medicii sunt pregatiti
sa se confrunte cu probleme E si sa ia decizii informate in
beneficiul P. Legislatia medicala si regulamentele profesi-
onale stabilesc standarde si norme clare referitoare la PM.
