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Introducere. Monitorizarea si screening-ul dezvoltarii co-
pilului de la 0 la 12 luni pot oferi o privire de ansamblu
asupra abilitatilor, realizarilor si potentialelor intarzieri ale
unui copil si vor permite efectuarea interventiilor optime
de corectie. Scopul lucrarii. Evaluarea rolului asistentului
medical de familie (AMF) in actele normative de rigoare a
RM despre supravegherea dezvoltarii copilului de 0-12 luni.
Material si metode. Au fost analizate actele normative in vi-
goare cu referire la rolul si responsabilitatea AMF 1n supra-
vegherea cresterii si dezvoltarii copilului de la 0 la 12 luni
din Republica Moldova. Rezultate. Programul unic al asigu-
rarii obligatorii de asistenta medicala stabileste volumul si
spectrul serviciilor medicale, astfel, AMP este acordata de
catre medicul de familie impreuna cu echipa. Serviciile pre-
state Tn aceasta perioada includ: profilactice (supraveghe-
rea dezvoltarii fizice si psihomotorii si imunizarea), curative
(diagnostic, tratament), asistenta de urgenta si servicii de
suport. Ordinul Ministerului Sanatatii (MS) nr. 695 din 2010
reflecta functiile si responsabilitatile AMF conform Stan-
dardelor de supraveghere a copiilor in conditii de ambula-
toriu. Ultima versiune a Standardelor, aprobata prin Ordinul
nr.964 in 2019, presupune 8 vizite ale AMF la domiciliu si 2
vizite in institutie (la 2 si 9 luni). Responsabilitatile acestuia
sunt specificate in Ordinul MS nr. 631 din 2017 cu privire la
supravegherea la domiciliu a copilului sanadtos de 0-3 ani de
catre AMF, dar datele notate in fisa de dezvoltare a copilu-
lui sunt validate doar prin semnatura medicului de familie.
Concluzii. Conform actelor normative in vigoare asistentul
medical de familie are un rol important in supravegherea
copilului sanatos de 0-12 luni, dar responsabilitatile AMF
specificate in ordinile MS, nu sunt complet reflectate in car-
netul de dezvoltare a copilului. Cuvinte-cheie: asistent me-
dical, dezvoltarea copilului 0-12 luni, acte normative.
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Background. Monitoring and screening of a child’s develo-
pment from 0 to 12 months can provide an overview of a
child’s abilities, achievements, and potential delays and will
allow for optimal corrective interventions. Objective of the
study. The evaluation of the role of the Family Health Nurse
(FHN) in the regulatory acts of the RM on the supervision
of child development 0-12 months. Material and methods.
The normative acts in force with reference to the role and
responsibility of the family nurse in the supervision of child
growth and development from 0 to 12 months in the Re-
public of Moldova were analyzed. Results. The Unique Pro-
gramme of Compulsory Health Insurance sets the volume
and spectrum of medical services, so the PHC is provided
by the family doctor together with the team. Services pro-
vided during this period include prophylactic (supervision
of physical and psychomotor development and immuniza-
tion), curative (diagnosis, treatment), emergency care and
support services. Ministry of Health (MOH) Order No 695 of
2010 reflects the functions and responsibilities of the FHN
according to the Standards for the Supervision of Children
in Outpatient Settings. The latest version of the Standards,
approved by Order No. 964 of 2019, requires 8 visits by the
MFA at home and 2 visits to the institution (at 2 and 9 mon-
ths). The responsibilities are specified in MS Order No. 631
of 2017 on home supervision of healthy children aged 0-3
years by the FHN, but only the signature of the family doctor
validates the data noted in the child’s development record.
Conclusions. According to the normative acts in force, the
Family Health Nurse has an important role in the supervi-
sion of the healthy child of 0-12 months, but the responsi-
bilities of the FHA specified in the MS orders are not fully
reflected in the child development chart. Keywords: nurse,
child development 0-12 months, normative acts.
