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Introducere. Termenul ,textilom” desemneaza o pseudotu-
moare constand dintr-un corp strain textil, care este retinut
in interiorul pacientului in timpul interventiei chirurgicale.
Mesele de tifon nu se descompun si, in timp, se pot incor-
pora in tesutul inconjurator, provocand aderente, reactie la
corp strdin si formare de granulom. Scopul lucrarii. Iden-
tificarea caracteristicilor macroscopice si microscopice ale
textilomului cronic abdominal. Material si metode. Cinci
pacienti au fost depistati si operati pentru pseudotumori
textile cronice: 3 barbati si 2 femei, varsta medie 34,3+5,5
ani (de la 20 la 52 de ani). Intervalul dintre interventia chi-
rurgicala primara si diagnosticul de textilom a variat de la
3,51a 16 ani, in medie 7,4+2,3 ani. Rezultate. Examenul ma-
croscopic al pieselor inlaturate din cavitatea abdominala a
evidentiat fibre textile pronuntat denaturate, inconjurate de
capsula fibroasa groasa, de 6-12 mm, cu unele zone de cal-
cificare. Microscopic, sectiunile au demonstrat incapsulare
fibroasa si inflamatie granulomatoasa cu tip de corp strdin,
cu infiltratie masiva cu celule gigantice. Concluzii. In pofi-
da complexitatii diagnosticului clinic, textilomul abdominal
are caracteristici histopatologice bine definite, ceea ce face
posibila determinarea veridica a originii unei astfel de tu-
mori neobisnuite.

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Background. The term ,textiloma” denotes a pseudotumor
consisting of a textile foreign body that is retained inside the
patient during surgery. Cotton sponges do not decompose,
and over time can incorporate into surrounding tissue,
causing adhesions, foreign body reaction, and granuloma
formation. Objective of the study. To identify macroscopic
and microscopic characteristics of chronic abdominal tex-
tiloma. Material and methods. Five patients were found
and underwent surgery for chronic textile pseudotumors:
3 men and 2 women, mean age 34.3+5.5 years (from 20 to
52 years). The interval between primary surgery and diag-
nosis of textiloma varied from 3.5 to 16 years, on average
7.4+2.3 years. Results. Gross pathologic examination of the
removed from abdominal cavity specimens demonstrated
largely denatured cotton fibers, surrounded by thick fibrous
capsule, measuring 6-12 mm, with some calcified areas. Mi-
croscopically, the sections showed fibrous encapsulation
and granulomatous inflammation with massive multinucle-
ated foreign body type of giant cell infiltration. Conclusions.
Despite the complexity of clinical diagnosis, abdominal tex-
tiloma has well-defined histopathological characteristics,
which makes it possible to reliably determine the origin of
such an unusual tumor. Keywords: textiloma, foreign body,
fibrous encapsulation, granuloma, giant cells.
