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Introducere. Inflamatia orbitei la copii ca complicatie ri-
nosinuzala este rard, dar in acelasi timp are o evolutie gra-
va. Diagnosticarea si initierea tratamentului rinosinuzitei
supurate necomplicate in termeni optimi si corect reduce
riscul aparitiei complicatiilor de vecinatate sau la distanta.
Scopul lucrarii. Prezentarea unui caz clinic de abces orbi-
tal, ca complicatie a rinosinuzitei acute supurate la copil.
Material si metode. Datele anamnestice, obiective, clinice,
paraclinice au fost preluate din fisa medicala. Pacientul a
fost investigat prin analize de laborator, electrocardiografie,
radiografie, tomografie computerizata(CT). A fost studiata
literatura de specialitate privind cazurile similare. Rezul-
tate. Pacientul U.D., sex masculin, 7 ani, internat in Clinica
,Emilian Cotaga” pe 29.04.2023 cu cefalee, respiratie nazala
diminuatd, hiperemie periorbitald, exoftalm, edem al obra-
zului drept. A fost consultat in echipa de otorinolaringo-
log, oftalmolog, chirurg oromaxilofacial, reanimatolog. L-a
radiografia sinusurilor paranazale a prezentat date pentru
hemisinuziti acuti pe dreapta. in mod urgent s-a efectuat
punctia si drenarea sinusului maxilar drept. Pe 1.05.2023,
edemul periorbital, exoftalmul si febra in crestere. Consul-
tat repetat de medic oftalmolog. La CT s-a depistat celulita
orbitala si hemisinuzita pe dreapta. Pe urgenta s-a interve-
nit chirurgical cu incizia si drenarea abcesului periorbital
drept. Cu dinamica pozitiva, copilul s-a externat la domici-
liu. Concluzii. Diagnosticul si tratamentul rinosinuzitelor
supurate trebuie initiat la timp, deoarece aceasta patologie
poate avea asa complicatii ca: celulita orbitald, meningit3,
tromboza sinusului cavernos, abces cerebral etc. Un astfel
de caz complicat trebuie sa fie evaluat si tratat de catre o
echipa pluridisciplinara. Cuvinte-cheie: rinosinuzita, copil,
complicatii.
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Introduction. Inflammation of the orbit at children as a rhi-
nosinusal complication s rare, but at the same time it has
a hazardous development. Diagnosing and initiating treat-
ment of simple suppurative rhinosinusitis optimally and
correctly reduces the risk of nearby or distant complica-
tions. Objective of the study. Presentation of a clinical case
of orbital abscess, as a complication of child’s acute puru-
lent rhinosinusitis. Materials and methods. The anamnes-
tic, objective, clinical, paraclinical data were taken from the
medical records. The patient has been investigated by labo-
ratory analyses, electrocardiography, radiography, comput-
ed tomography (CT). The specialized literature on similar
cases was studied. Results. Patient U.D., male, 7 years old,
hospitalized in the Emilian Cotaga Clinic on 29.04.2023
with headache, impaired nasal breathing, periorbital hy-
peremia, exophthalmos, edema of the right cheek. He was
consulted by a group of otorhinolaryngologists, ophthal-
mologist, oromaxillofacial surgeon, reanimatologist spe-
cialists. The X-ray of the paranasal sinuses showed data for
acute hemisinusitis on the right part. Puncture and drain-
age of the right maxillary sinus was urgently performed.
On 01.05.2023, periorbital edema, exophthalmos, and fever
were observed. The ophthalmologist consultation has been
repeated. The CT scan revealed orbital cellulitis and hemis-
inusitis on the right. Urgently, a surgical intervention was
performed with the incision and drainage of the right peri-
orbital abscess. With positive dynamics, the child returned
at home. Conclusions. The diagnosis and treatment of pu-
rulent rhinosinusitis must be initiated in time, because this
pathology can have such complications as: orbital cellulitis,
meningitis, cavernous sinus thrombosis, brain abscess, etc.
Such a complicated case must be evaluated and treated by
a multidisciplinary team. Keywords: rhinosinusitis, child,
complications.
