Mortalitatea materna a
crescut alarmant, ajungand dela 17,2 1n 2014 1a 47,9 decese
la 100 mii nasteri in 2021 (media UE - 8 la 100 mii). in 2014,
acest indicator In mediul rural (19,7 decese la 100 mii) a
fost mai mare fata de mediul urban (13,1 decese la 100 mii).
in 2021, in mediul rural s-au inregistrat cu 4,7 la 100 mii
mai putine decese decat in mediul urban. Cauzele cresterii
mortalitdtii materne la nivel national pot fi: insuficienta in-
stitutiilor specializate, deficitul de paturi si specialisti si ni-
velul redus de informare in domeniu. in ultimii 4 ani au fost
optimizate 9 maternitati. Numarul total de obstetricieni a
scazut de la 634 in 2014 la 595 in 2021, iar numarul de pa-
turi pentru femeile gravide s-a redus de la 1331 in 2014 la
686 in 2021. Concluzie. Sanatatea mamei si a copilului tre-
buie sa fie prioritara pe agenda factorilor de decizie, ceea ce
presupune: asigurarea accesului echitabil la serviciile me-
dicale, a suportului financiar necesar precum si informarea
si educarea femeilor privind sanatatea reproductiva.

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Background. Maternal mortality is an indicator of the pop-
ulation’s health status with significant influence on the so-
cio-economic development of a country. Objective of the
study. Analytical assessment of maternal mortality in the
context of presenting benchmarks for improving the sit-
uation at the national level. Material and methods. The
study was based on data provided by the National Bureau of
Statistics for the years 2014-2021, using research methods
such as statistics, comparison, and analysis. Results. Mater-
nal mortality surged from 17.2 in 2014 to 47.9 deaths per
100,000 live births in 2021 (EU average - 8 per 100,000).
In 2014, rural areas had a higher rate (19.7 deaths per
100,000) than urban areas (13.1 deaths per 100,000). By
2021, rural areas experienced 4.7 fewer deaths per 100,000
than urban areas. Causes of increased national maternal
mortality include insufficient specialized institutions, bed
and specialist shortages, and low awareness. Over the past
4 years, 9 maternity facilities were optimized. The number
of obstetricians decreased from 634 in 2014 to 595 in 2021,
and beds for pregnant women dropped from 1331 in 2014
to 686 in 2021. Conclusion. The health of mothers and chil-
dren should be a priority on the agenda of decision-mak-
ers, which requires ensuring equitable access to medical
services, providing necessary financial support, as well as
informing and educating women about reproductive health.
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
