Material si metode. Analiza multiaspectuala comparativa a
legislatiei nationale, din alte tari, precum si recomandarilor
organismelor internationale in domeniul stupefiantelor si psihotropelor
precum si a surselor de literatura.

Comisia  Nationalda Antidrog, Agentia Medicamentului si
Dispozitivelor Medicale, Comitetul Permanent de Control asupra
Drogurilor (din cadrul AMDM), Agentia Nationald pentru Sanatate

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Introduction. The complexity of the problems related to the
consumption of narcotic drugs and psychotropics requires increased
attention from any state in terms of ensuring the strict, but successful
legislation of all processes related to this field. Currently, more and more
states, taking into account the Conventions and Protocols adopted at the
international level, are drawing up their national documents regulating the
matter regarding narcotic drugs and psychotropics - a fact that was also
taken into account by the Republic of Moldova, which in 2010 approved
the National Anti-drug Strategy 2011-2018 and the National Plan of anti-
drug actions for the years 2011-2013.

Aim of the study. Elaboration of normative proposals regarding the
accessibility of assistance with narcotic and psychotropic drugs to the
beneficiaries of the health system in various conditions.

Material and methods. Multi-aspect comparative analysis of national
legislation, from other countries, as well as the recommendations of
international bodies in the field of narcotic drugs and psychotropics, as well
as literature sources.

Results. The study revealed, that the legislative basis in the field of
narcotics and psychotropics differs from country to country, is a
continuous process and has a tendency to interconnect. In this regard, the
Republic of Moldova has implemented a series of measures that are in line
with the European Union's strategy by developing and approving the
national "anti-drug" strategy.
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At the same time, as a result of the detailed analysis of the legislative-
normative acts of the Republic of Moldova in the field of narcotics and
psychotropics, a series of non-conformities were highlighted:

and psychotropic substances, for example with the notion of drugs et
al;

in the legislation there are names of narcotic and psychotropic
substances that are not recognized/used at international level;

the absence of regulations establishing a clear mechanism for
modifying/completing the lists of narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances;

there are cases of incorrect use of the notion of "analogue" of the
narcotic or psychotropic substance;

the existence of several state bodies empowered to manage and
control the circulation of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances:
the National Anti-Drug Commission, the Medicines and Medical Devices
Agency, the Permanent Drug Control Committee (within AMDM), the
National Agency for Public Health.
