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Results. Acute generalized peritonitis were predominantly staphylococcal origin (45%), second place is
occupied by Escherichia coli (25%). In 28.5% of patients with peritonitis were detected microbial associations
(Enterococcus +E. coli, E. coli + S.aureus).

The etiology of acute osteomyelitis marrow predominant S. aureus (48%) and mixed pathogenic flora (S. aureus+
Pseudomonas Aerogenosa + S.epidermidis),(S.Spp + Proteus vulgaris) was present in 26.3% patients. Pleural
acute lung abscesses and necrotizing were caused by gram-negative (28% Proteus vulgaris, Pseudomonas
Aerogenosa 14%) of microbial associations (S.Spp + Proteus vulgaris). (S.Spp + Pseudomonas Aerogenosa
14%). In the most severe septic syndromes (sepsis, severe sepsis, MODS syndrome, septic shock) were presented
Gram-negative infections and microbial associations. Development of infections with gram-positive bacteria
was more favorable and affection being focused on limited stages without SIRS.

Conclusion. Research carried out revealed a multitude of disorders and correlated with biochemical microbial
the potential risks and complications in installing the main promoters of surgical sepsis, but also become
vulnerable targets for the prevention and treatment of complications.
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INTERLEUKINA 10 MARKER AL INFLAMATIEI IN APENDICITA ACUTA LA COPIL
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Introducere. Apendicita acutd este o patologie des intalnita la copii intre 6- 10 ani. Sugari si copiii mici au
o rata crescutd de perforatie a apendicelui modificat (50-90%). Varietatea formelor clinice ale apendicitei a
cuprins toate varstele copilului, crednd o paletd semiotica vasta. Apendicita acutd prin evolutia sa a inflamatiei
permite o explorare paraclinica in permanenta actualizare. Evaluarea markerilor inflamatori in apendicita
acuta permite de ai cuantifica cu formele clinice evolutive, de a prognoza complicatiile si exodul bolii. Lucrarea
de fata monitorizeaza valorile markerilor de inflamatie, de tipul Interleukinei 10, la etape clinico-evolutive al
apendicitei acute la copil.

Material si metode. In studiu au fost inclusi 80 de pacienti cu varsta cuprinsi intre 0-18 ani cu diferite forme si
stadii clinico-evolutive ale apendicitei acute. A fost studiatd dinamica concentratiei Interleukinei 10 in 7 etape
clinico-evolutive: la internarea pacientului, intraoperator, in prima zi postoperator si respectiv in 3,5,8 zi si la
externare si la pacientii la care s-au asociat complicatii s-a evaluat concentratia interleukineilO si la 10 zi.
Rezultatele. Studiul denotd reducerea concentratiei interleukinei 10 in loturile pacientilor care au prezentat
forma clinico-evolutivéd a apendicitei acute flegmonoase, atét la internare cat si prima zi postoperator, urmata
de cresterea lentd la etapele de cercetare atingand valorile normale la a 10 zi postoperator. In peritonita

apendiculard acutd in cele 3 faze clinico-evolutive ale ei s-a inregistrat o reducere a valorilor IL-10 cu 28% (pE
0,05) la internare, I zi postoperator si o crestere la externare. La unii pacienti cu apendicita acutd flegmonoasa si
peritonitd, faza reactiva s-au inregistrat valorile I1-10 mai jos de limitele normei cu - 30% si la internare cu -20%
ce poate fi explicat prin reactivitatea scdzuta a organismului copilului la raspunsul inflamator sistemic.
Concluzii. Conchidem, la importanta evaluérii IL-10 in apendicita acuta la copil si rolul ei in certificarea
concordantei cu formele histologice, clinice si evolutive.
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Acute appendicitis is the most frequently encountered pathology in children between 6- 10 years. Infants and
young children have an increased rate of perforation of the changed appendix (50-90%). The variety of clinical
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appendicitis covered all ages in children, creating a vast semiotics palette.

Acute appendicitis in its developments of inflammation allows an paraclinical constantly updated exploration.
Evaluation of inflammatory markers in acute appendicitis allows to quantify evolutionary clinical forms, to
forecast complications.This paper monitors the markers of inflammation, such as Interleukin 10, in clinical
stage course of acute appendicitis in children.

Material and Methods. The study included 80 patients aged 0-18 years with various forms and stages of clinical
course of acute appendicitis. It studied the dynamics of Interleukin 10 in 7 stages of concentration in the clinical
course: the admission of the patient, intraoperative, postoperative first day ,in the 3,5,8 days and at discharge.
Patients who have associated complications were measures the concentration of interleukin10 in 10th day also.
Results. The study shows low concentration of interleukin 10 in lots of patients who showed clinical and
evolutionary forms of phlegmonous acute appendicitis, both at admission and the first postoperative day,
followed by slow growth to the research reaching normal values at the 10th postoperative day.The cecal acute
peritonitis in 3 phases of its clinical course was recorded a decrease in IL-10 by 28% (p=0,05) at admission,
I postoperative day and increased by discharge. In some patients with acute phlegmonous appendicitis and
peritonitis, there were reactive phase Il-10 values below the normal limits of - 30% and -20% on admission that
could be explained by the low reactivity of the child's body systemic inflammatory response .

Conclusions. We conclude, the importance of evaluating IL-10 in acute appendicitis in children and its role in
certifying the compliance with histological, clinical and evolutionary forms.
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Introducere. Cresterea exponentiala anumarului de artroplastii de sold mareste dramatic numarul complicatiilor
septice a acestei interventii.

Scop. Analiza evolutiei a metodelor de tratament al complicatiilor septice in ATS cu coroboridnd experienta
autorilor cu datele literaturii.

Materiale si metode. In perioada anilor 2000-2015 in clinicd s-au efectuat 24 interventii chirurgicale de revizie
a endoprotezelor de sold complicate septic. Au fost operati 9 barbati si 15 femei cu varsta medie de 44 de ani.
Timpul scurs de la momentul endoprotezarii primare pana 1a revizia soldului infectat a variat de 1a 5 zile pana
la 2 ani si 3 luni postoperator. Cazurile au fost esalonate conform clasificarii Tsukayama. Revizia intr-o etapa
a fost efectuata in trei cazuri, 21 cazuri in doud etape. In 5 cazuri a fost folositd metoda originald cu aplicare a
spacerului propusa de cétre autori.

Rezultate. Principalii agenti microbieni diagnosticati a constituit Staphylococcus aureus si Staphylococcus
epidermidis, ce corespunde cu datele literaturii. Asanarea procesului septic a fost inregistrat la 21 pacienti.
La 2 pacienti procesul septic a fost imposibil de asanat, din ce motiv in aceste cazuri s-au inlaturat
componentele protetice (procedeul Girdleston). O pacienta si-a péastrat proteza in prezenta unei fistule,
administrand cure cu antibiotice.

Concluzii. Rezultatele obtinute sunt in corelare cu datele literaturii, si confirma faptul cé tactica de tratament in
cazul protezelor de sold infectate trebuie individualizat, avind la dispozitie o gama larga de tehnici si implante.
