RISK FACTORS FOR INCOMPETENCE OF
THE SCAR ON THE UTERUS IN MULTIPLE
CAESAREAN SECTIONS

Background. The repeated caesarean section (CS) is more
difficult technically compared to caesarean section per
prima due to the incompetence of the scar on the uterus,
resulting from several risk factors. Objective of the study.
Presentation of local risk factors for scar incompetence on
the uterus in multiple caesarean sections. Material and
Methods. In the retrospective observational case-control
study, 175 pregnant women underwent repeated caesa-
rean section were included, being divided into 2 groups: 88
women with scar incompetence on the uterus (Base Group
1 - LB1) and 87 women without scar incompetence on the
uterus (Base Group 2 - LB2). The collected information was
statistically analyzed using SPSS23 and Microsoft Excel. Re-
sults. According to the data obtained, the interval between
CS less than 36 months contributed to the development of
scar incompetence on the uterus in 38 (43.2%) women in
LB1. Emergency CS in labor was performed more frequently
in LB1 - 47.7% cases. The rate of grade II obesity prevai-
led in LB1-34.2% cases. In LB1 the incidence of abdominal
adhesions was 25 (28.4%) cases, and the rate of varicose
veins in the small basin - 17 (19.3%) cases. Conclusion. The
incompetence of the scar on the uterus depends on the in-
terval between the CS, the presence of the abdominal adhe-
sion process in which the uterus, the organs of the small
pelvis and abdominal cavity are involved, the timing of the
operation in relation to the onset of labor, the body mass
index of the pregnant woman.
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Introducere. Operatia cezariana (OC) repetata tehnic este
mai dificila in comparatie cu operatia cezariana per prima
din motivul incompetentei cicatricei pe uter, care rezulta din
mai multi factori de risc. Scopul lucrarii. Prezentarea fac-
torilor de risc autohtoni pentru incompetenta cicatricei pe
uter in operatii cezariene multiple. Material si Metode. in
studiul retrospectiv observational caz-martor, au fost inclu-
se 175 de gravide supuse operatiei cezariene repetate, fiind
divizate in 2 loturi: 88 de femei cu incompetenta cicatricei
pe uter (lotul de baza 1 - LB1) si 87 de femei fara incompe-
tenta cicatricei pe uter (lotul de baza 2 - LB2). Informatia
colectata a fost analizata statistic cu ajutorul SPSS23 si Mi-
crosoft Excel. Rezultate. Conform datelor obtinute interva-
lul intre OC mai mic de 36 de luni a contribuit la dezvoltarea
incompetentei cicatricei pe uter la 38 (43,2%) de femei din
LB1. OC urgenta in travaliu s-a realizat mai frecvent in LB1
- 47,7% cazuri. Rata obezitatii de gradul II a prevalat in LB1
- 34,2% cazuri. In LB1 incidenta de aderente abdominale
a constituit 25 (28,4%) cazuri, iar rata varicelor in bazinul
mic - 17 (19,3%) cazuri. Concluzii. Incompetenta cicatricei
pe uter depinde de intervalul intre OC, prezenta procesului
aderential abdominal in care este implicat uterul, organele
bazinului mic si cavitatii abdominale, momentul efectuarii
operatiei in raport cu debutul travaliului, indicele de masa
corporala al gestantei.
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
