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Introducere. Malpraxisul in chirurgia plastica este o pro-
blema complexa si importanta in domeniul medical. Mal-
praxisul poate avea consecinte semnificative asupra pacien-
tilor si asupra profesionistilor medicali implicati in chirur-
gia plasticd.

Au fost analizate studii, articole de cercetare si rapoarte re-
levante despre malpraxis in chirurgia plastica, aspecte me-
dicale si juridice asociate, precum si reglementdrile si stan-
dardele profesionale in domeniu. Rezultate. Malpraxisul in
chirurgia plastica poate fi rezultatul unor erori medicale,
neglijente, incompetente sau incalcari ale standardelor pro-
fesionale. Intr-un studiu recent, s-a constatat ci aproximativ
10% din toate plangerile medicale in domeniul chirurgiei
plastice implica malpraxis. Conform datelor statistice, cele
mai frecvente tipuri de erori de malpraxis in chirurgia plas-
tica includ infectiile postoperatorii (aproximativ 40% din
cazuri),vatamari ale nervilor (aproximativ 25% din cazuri)
si rezultate estetice nesatisfacatoare (aproximativ 20% din
cazuri). De asemenea, s-a constatat ca aproximativ 60%
dintre cazurile de malpraxis in chirurgia plastica implica
litigii si procese judiciare. Concluzii. Imbunititirea educa-
tiei medicale, implementarea unor standarde si protocoale
riguroase, asigurarea consimtamantului informat adecvat si
promovarea responsabilitatii profesionale pot contribui la
prevenirea si gestionarea malpraxisului in chirurgia plas-
tica.

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Background. Malpractice in plastic surgery is a complex
and important issue in the medical field. Malpractice can
have significant consequences for patients and medical
professionals involved in plastic surgery.

To analyze and highlight the medical and legal as-
pects related to malpractice in plastic surgery, as well as
to identify possible solutions and recommendations for its
prevention and management. Material and methods. For
this study, medical sources available on the PubMed plat-
form were used. Relevant studies, research articles, and re-
ports on malpractice in plastic surgery, associated medical
and legal aspects, as well as regulations and professional
standards in the field were analyzed. Results. Malpractice
in plastic surgery can result from medical errors, negligen-
ce, incompetence, or violations of professional standards.
In a recent study, it was found that approximately 10% of
all medical complaints in plastic surgery involve malprac-
tice. According to statistical data, the most common types
of malpractice errors in plastic surgery include postopera-
tive infections (approximately 40% of cases), nerve injuries
(approximately 25% of cases), and unsatisfactory aesthetic
outcomes (approximately 20% of cases). It was also found
that approximately 60% of malpractice cases in plastic sur-
gery involve litigation and legal proceedings. Conclusion.
Improving medical education, implementing rigorous stan-
dards and protocols, ensuring adequate informed consent,
and promoting professional accountability can contribute
to the prevention and management of malpractice in plastic
surgery.
