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Introducere. Tema aleasa pentru cercetare este actuala si
bine ghidata pentru a introduce fiecare student medicinist
in lumea dezvoltarii medicale si nu numai. De asemenea,
implica aspecte terminologice informative si utile. Scopul
lucrarii constd in: a) dezvoltarea aptitudinilor comunica-
tive In terminologia clinica; b) enuntarea corecta a terme-
nilor medicali folositi in activitatea zilnica profesionala; c)
stabilirea normelor necesare in dialogarea medic-pacient,
utilizand termenii clinici (boli, instrumente medicale, me-
dicamente, tip de diagnostic etc.). Materiale si metode.
Se vor examina materialele referitoare la informatia utila
despre terminologia clinica (formarea termenilor, tipuri,
denumiri atestate, exemple etc.). De asemenea, vor fi exa-
minate materiale suport audio/ video. Se vor aplica meto-
dele de cercetare analitic sintetice. Rezultate. Ca urmare a
procesului de cercetare s-a constatat: 1) utilitatea termeni-
lor abordati in activitatea medicala, dezvoltand abilitati de
vorbire corecta, dar si informativa pentru studenti, medici,
pacienti si oameni dornici de a cunoaste; 2) cunoasterea
integra a termenilor clinici pentru a nu comite eventuale
greseli si pentru a putea face diferenta intre maladii, simp-
tome, sindroame, tip de diagnostic si tratament. Concluzii.
In activitatea medicali este necesar de a cunoaste termi-
nologia clinica. De asemenea, este important sa se studieze
inca din facultate acest aspect, pentru a dezvolta abilitati
comunicative corecte in domeniul ales. Totodata, se reco-
manda intelegerea si diferentierea anumitor clasificari a
termenilor folositi pentru a evita malpraxisul si a deveni un
profesionist.

The topic chosen for research is current and
well guided to introduce every medical student to the world
of medical development and beyond. It also involves infor-
mative and useful terminological aspects. Objective of the
study. a) the development of communicative skills in clini-
cal terminology; b) correct pronunciation of medical terms
used in daily professional activity; c) establishing the neces-
sary norms in doctor-patient dialogue, using clinical terms
(diseases, medical instruments, drugs, diagnostic methods,
etc.) Materials and methods. Materials related to useful
information about clinical terminology (formation of terms,
types, attested names, examples, etc.) will be examined.
Audio/video support materials will also be examined. Ana-
lytical-synthetic research methods will be applied. Results.
As a result of the research process, it was found: 1) the
usefulness of the terms addressed in the medical activity,
developing correct and informative speaking skills for stu-
dents, doctors, patients and people eager to know. 2) Com-
plete knowledge of clinical terms in order not to make any
mistakes and to be able to differentiate between disease,
symptom, syndrome, diagnostic process and treatment.
Conclusions. In a medical environment it is necessary to
know the correct clinical terminology. Also, it is necessary
to study this aspect from the faculty, in order to develop cor-
rect communication sKills for the period of activation in the
chosen field. At the same time, it is recommended to under-
stand and differentiate certain classifications of terms used
to avoid malpraxis and become a professional. Keywords:
