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Background. Stimulating the motivation of medical stu-
dents in learning the specialty terms in a foreign language
is of crucial importance in order to develop advanced com-
munication skills and prepare for international medical
practice.

The aim of the study is to
provide a synthesis of the existing research in the field and
to carry out a descriptive analysis of techniques and moti-
vational factors to stimulate the motivation of medical stu-
dents to deepen their knowledge of the specialty terms in
a foreign language. Material and methods. The following
research methods were applied in the study: analysis, syn-
thesis and deduction by consulting a series of publications,
aimed at motivating medical students to learn the specialty
terms in a foreign language by applying motivational tech-
niques. At the same time, the methods by which teachers can
influence students’ motivation have been used. Results. By
applying motivational techniques in the process of teaching
a foreign language for medical students and identifying the
role of the teaching staff as a motivational factor, the follow-
ing advantages were found: increased involvement and in-
terest, development of communication skills, improved un-
derstanding of academic materials, increased performance
and self-confidence. Conclusion. Motivation plays a vital
role in the language teaching/learning process of a foreign
language. Strong and well-directed motivation can increase
students’ commitment and effort, thereby improving their
learning outcomes and their abilities to use specialty terms
effectively in their field of interest.
