Rezultate. S-a constatat ci utilizarea revelatorilor de
placd duc la imbundtitirea evidentierii placii bacteriene
si indepartarea ei prin periaj profesional pentru a pre-
veni aparitia bolii gingivle. Utilizarea solutiilor orale a
condus la un rezultat evident de indepértare a mirosului
neplicut din cavitatea orald si o respiratie mai proaspata.

Concluzie. Utilizarea revelatorilor de placa orala, a
apelor de gura, detartrajul si periajul profesional duc la
o reducere semnificativé a bolii gingivale. Este nevoie
de constientizarea pacientilor si motivarea actiunilor
de igienizare profesionald a cavitétii orale si de inde-
pértare a factorilor favorizanti a depunerii de placa
bacteriana dentara.

Results. The use of plaque revealers has been found
to improve plaque exposure and removal through pro-
fessional brushing to prevent gum disease. The use
of oral solutions led to an obvious result of removing
the unpleasant odor from the oral cavity and fresher
breath.

Conclusion. The use of oral plaque removers,
mouthwashes, scaling and professional brushing lead
to a significant reduction in gum disease. There is a
need to raise awareness among patients and to moti-
vate the actions of professional hygiene of the oral cav-
ity and the removal of the factors favoring the deposi-
tion of dental plaque.
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Introducere. Sindtatea parodontald joacd un rol
important in longevitatea restaurdrilor protetice. Pla-
nificarea corectd a tratamentului, inclusiv tratamentul
protetic sunt esentiale pentru rezultatul pe termen
lung al tratamentului stomatologic protetic. Diversi
factori de mediu si alimentatie pot afecta negativ
echilibrul cavitatii orale, ducand la boli inflamatorii
si distructive ale dintilor. Pentru a obtine un rezul-
tat de succes al tratamentului, medicii proteticieni si
parodontologi ar trebui sd colaboreze, pentru a spori
longevitatea restaurdrii, pentru a imbunatati sanatatea
parodontald, precum si pentru a imbundtati calitatea
vietii pacientilor.

Scopul. Scopul acestui studiu este de a revizui si
prezenta cunostintele actuale cu privire la aspectele
tehnice si clinice ale diferitelor biomateriale protetice
si de a evidentia impactul restaurarilor protetice asu-
pra parodontiului si sanatatii parodontale.

Materiale si metode. In cadrul studiului am selectat
un esantion de 10 pacienti cu vérsta cuprinsd intre 30-60
ani. Au fost confectionate proteze ceramice Crom-Co-
balt fabricate prin metoda conventionald, proteze cera-
mice Crom-Cobalt fabricate prin tehnica CAD/CAM si
proteze din zirconiu fabricate prin tehnica CAD/CAM.
Fixarea a fost realizatd prin cimentare. Ca metode de
cercetare am utilizat examene clinice detaliate, inclusiv
mdsurarea adancimii pungilor parodontale prin inter-
mediul sondelor parodontale, de asemenea, radiografii
intraorale pentru evaluarea nivelului osos.
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Introduction. Periodontal health plays an impor-
tant role in the longevity of prosthodontic restorations.
Proper treatment planning and prosthetic treatment
are essential for the long-term outcome of prosthetic
dental treatment. Various environmental and dietary
factors can adversely affect the balance of the oral cavi-
ty, leading to inflammatory and destructive diseases of
the teeth. To achieve a successful treatment outcome,
prosthodontists and periodontists should collaborate,
to enhance the longevity of the restoration and im-
prove periodontal health, as well as improve the quali-
ty of life for dental patients.

Purpose. The aim of this study is to review and
present the current knowledge regarding the various
technical and clinical aspects of different prosthetic
biomaterials and highlight the interactions between
periodontal health and prosthetic restorations.

Materials and methods. In the study we selected a
sample of 10 patients aged 30-60. We used cobalt-chro-
mium ceramic prostheses fabricated by the conven-
tional method, cobalt-chromium ceramic prostheses
fabricated by a CAD/CAM technique and zirconium
prostheses fabricated by a CAD/CAM technique. Fix-
ation is achieved by cementation. As research meth-
ods we used detailed clinical examinations, including
measurement of periodontal pocket depth by means
of periodontal probes, also intraoral radiographs for
bone level assessment.
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Rezultate. S-a constatat ca durata medie de utili-
zare a constructiilor protetice fixe este de 8,8 ani, ofe-
rind o perspectiva asupra perioadei de functionalitate
a protezei. Prevalenta complicatiilor si/sau a esecurilor
protezelor fixe pot include o serie de probleme pre-
cum: nepotrivirea nuantelor, supracontact, deschidere
marginald, carie dentard, boli parodontale, sdngerare
gingivala, margini suprapuse, portelan fracturat, dis-
confort, durere, leziuni periapicale, uzurd ocluzala,
fracturarea bontului dentat.

Concluzie. Inainte de a incepe un tratamentul pro-
tetic, trebuie evaluatd starea tesuturilor parodontale,
prin educatia pacientilor privind igiena orald, precum si
conditiile gingivale si parodontale. Restaurarile pe bazd
de zirconiu realizate prin tehnica CAD/CAM ofera re-
zultate mai bune, in ceea ce priveste adaptarea margina-
13, reducerea inflamatiei, imbunatétirea si intretinerea
sdndtatii parodontale si a igienei orale, in comparatie
cu constructiile realizate prin metoda conventionala si
din alte aliaje. La evaluarea restaurarilor dupa pragul de
preparare, s-a observat cd in comparatie cu pragul de
preparare subgingivald, pragul preparat supragingival
ofera o igiena orald mai buna, care poate fi mentinuta si
nu duce la carii secundare sau la boli parodontale.

Results. It has been found that the average du-
ration of use of fixed prosthetic constructions is 8.8
years, offering a perspective on the period of function-
ality of the prosthesis. The prevalence of complications
and/or failures of fixed prostheses, which may include
a number of problems such as: mismatch of shades,
overcontact, marginal opening, caries, periodontal
disease, gingival bleeding, overlaping edges, fractured
porcelain, discomfort, pain, periapical lesion, occlusal
wear, abutment fracture.

Conclusion. Before starting prosthetic treatment,
the condition of the periodontal tissues should be
evaluated for their oral hygiene status, as well as the
gingival and periodontal conditions. Zirconium-based
restorations made from the CAD/CAM technology
provide better results, in terms of marginal fit, inflam-
mation reduction, maintenance, and the restoration of
periodontal health and oral hygiene, as compared to
constructions made by conventional method and from
other alloys. Compared to subgingival margins, the
supragingival margins offer better oral hygiene, which
can be maintained and does not lead to secondary car-
ies or periodontal disease.
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Introducere. Edentatia partiala bilaterala termina-

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Introduction. Bilateral terminal partial edentu-
lism in the maxilla represents a complex and chal-
lenging clinical condition in dental practice, requir-
ing a meticulous and personalized approach for the
adequate restoration of functionality and morphology
of the stomatognathic system. Within this pathology,
acrylic removable partial dentures are emerging as a
therapeutic alternative of prime importance, provid-
ing an adaptable and effective solution for patients af-
fected by these specific dental deficiencies.

The objective of this study is to provide a detailed
analysis of the clinical picture associated with bilateral
terminal partial edentulism in the maxilla, focusing on
relevant anatomical, functional and aesthetic aspects.
