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Introducere. Violenta domesticd, pe timpul pandemiei
COVID-19, a fost o preocupare globald tot mai mare, per-
soanele au fost obligate sa se adaposteasca cu potentialii
agresori si s-au confruntat cu toate formele de violenta. Sco-
pul lucrarii. Analiza si evaluarea cazurilor de abuz asupra
persoanelor cu varsta de peste 61ani pe timpul pandemiei
(Intre anii 2020-2022). Scoaterea in evidenta a tipului de
abuz, rata incidentelor si rata frecventei In randul barbatilor
si femeilor. Material si metode. Datele clinice au fost extra-
se din fisele de colectare a datelor din compartimentul de
statistica al Serviciul judetean de Medicind Legala Brasov.
Pacientii au fost examinati de catre medicii legisti acestei
institutii. Au fost studiate articole oficiale privind cazuri-
le similare la nivel global si incidenta acestora. Rezultate.
Una din cinci persoane in varsta din esantionul de studiu
a raportat abuz, o crestere de 35% fata de estimarile pre-
valentei Tnainte de pandemie, 20% dintre acestea fiind de
sex feminin. In anul 2020 au fost inregistrate cele mai multe
cazuri, 130 de persoane dintre care 59 barbati si 71 femei,
15 femei au declarat ca au fost agresate de sot iar 4 bar-
bati de citre copii. In anul 2021 au fost inregistrate 126 de
cazuri dintre care 67 barbati si 59 de femei. Anul 2022 a
inregistrat doar 49 de cazuri, datorita anuldrii restrictiilor.
De cele mai multe ori, in aceste cazuri, abuzatorul a fost o
persoana apropiatd, fie copilul acestora sau partenerul de
viata sau chiar fostul partener. Concluzii. Pandemia de CO-
VID-19 a influentat multe aspecte ale vietii umane. Studiul
confirma existenta fenomenului agresiunii fata de varstnici,
mult accentuat pe perioada restrictiilor, numarul cazurilor
fiind apropiate Intre sexe, cu predominanta usoara asupra
femeilor. Cuvinte-cheie: COVID-19, abuz domestic, violenta
fizica, persoane in varsta.
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Background. Domestic violence, during the COVID-19 pan-
demic, has become a growing global concern as people may
shelter with potential perpetrators and face economic and
health stresses. Domestic violence against older people can
include any form of it, i.e. physical, sexual, psychological or
other violent behaviors perpetrated by a family member,
partner or household resident. Objective of the study.
Analysis and evaluation of domestic abuse cases during the
pandemic between 2020-2022 on older people. Highlighting
the type of abuse, incident rate and frequency rate among
men and women. Material and methods. The clinical data
were extracted from the medical record in the medical sta-
tistics department of the County Service of Forensic Medi-
cine Brasov. The patients were investigated by the forensic
medical commission and the psychological evaluation com-
mission of this institution. Official articles on similar cases
globally and their incidence were studied. Results. One in
five older people in the study sample reported domestic
abuse, an increase of 35% over pre-pandemic prevalence
estimates, 20% of whom were female. Most cases were re-
corded in 2021. Most often, in these cases, the abuser was a
close person, either their child or their spouse or even their
ex-partner. At the relationship level, physical distance was
associated with a reduced risk of elder abuse. Conclusions.
The COVID-19 pandemic has greatly influenced different
aspects of human life and the practical activities of medi-
cal staff at the County Service of Forensic Medicine Brasov.
These activities are defined as multidisciplinary activities,
involving different expertise, psychological examinations,
genetic and toxicological examinations of tissues and/or
biological fluids, autopsy. Keywords: COVID-19, domestic
abuse, physical violence, elderly people.
