2022, procentajul avorturilor in Franta si Moldova au aratat
diferente semnificative. In Franta, procentajul avorturilor
a fost de aproximativ 26,6% la 1.000 de femei, In timp ce
in Moldova acesta a fost ¥9.447 %. In ambele tiri s-a ob-
servat o crestere a abordarii radical-liberala a bioeticii con-
temporane privind avorturile, care a constat in autonomia
femeilor si controlul lor asupra propriului corp. Acest drept
fundamental este uneori pus in conflict cu valorile si cred-
intele sociale, religioase sau culturale care pot impune lim-
ite asupra libertatii individuale in aceste situatii. Concluzii.
Intr-o societate in care femeile au acces la informatii corecte
si la servicii de sanatate adecvate, ele ar trebui sa fie Tn ma-
sura sa faca aceasta alegere in mod liber si informat. Orice
constrangere sau limitare a acestui drept poate face ca fe-
meile sa devina victime ale avortului.

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Background. The issue of abortion in cases of rape or in-
cest, an essential and complex theme in bioethics, is a po-
larizing controversy that generates a series of discussions
regarding morality, science, sexuality, medicine, autonomy,
religion, and politics. Objective of the study. To examine
the effectiveness, validity, and bioethical relevance of choos-
ing abortion in situations of rape and incest. Material and
methods. Scientific and statistical publications were stud-
ied, and articles from electronic databases (Research Gate,
PubMed) were utilized. The following research methods
were applied: bioethics, descriptive, analytical, and struc-
turalist. Results. Comparing data from 2022, the percent-
age of abortions in France and Moldova showed significant
differences. In France, the abortion rate was approximately
26.6% per 1,000 women, while in Moldova it was x9.447%.
In both countries, there has been an increase in the radi-
cal-liberal approach of contemporary bioethics regarding
abortions, emphasizing women’s autonomy and control
over their own bodies. This fundamental right is sometimes
in conflict with social, religious, or cultural values and be-
liefs that may impose limits on individual freedom in these
situations. Conclusion. In a society where women have
access to accurate information and adequate healthcare
services, they should be able to make this choice freely and
informatively. Any constraint or limitation of this right can
lead to women becoming victims of abortion. Keywords:
