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Background. Non-invasive antenatal genetic testing faces
particularly challenging bioethical issues regarding antena-
tal consultation and diagnosis of chromosomal abnormali-
ties. In recent years, the ethical problem in the evaluation
and competent management of fetal anomalies has become
increasingly prominent, for this purpose, well-specialized
experts regarding genetic consultation and diagnosis are
needed. Objective of the study. To present the bioethical
and legal aspects in contrast to the medical benefits of-
fered by this testing. Material and methods. The analysis
includes a synthesis of 14 medico-bioethical papers pub-
lished in the last 10 years. Sources for investigation were
searched in databases such as PubMed and Research4life.
The hermeneutic and synthesis method were applied in the
analysis. Results. The relevant ethical aspects identified in
the specialized literature refer to informed consent in the
context of genetic counseling and consultation, to reproduc-
tive autonomy, the moral status of the embryo and its right
to life, the responsibilities of the pregnant woman, but also
the obligations of the specialist doctor who takes care of the
maternal-fetal dyad. If a fetal anomaly is diagnosed, preg-
nant women must be informed about the alternatives, risks,
and benefits, of continuing or terminating the pregnancy.
Conclusion. 1. The pregnant woman has the main role in
making the decision to continue or terminate the pregnan-
cy. 2. Reproductive autonomy, sense of beneficence and per-
sonal values are in opposition to the moral state of the em-
bryo, otherwise called - moral conflict between mother and
fetus.
