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Introducere. Cancerul de sinus maxilar este un neoplasm
relativ rar, cu o incidenta reprezentand un procent mic
(0,2%) din tumorile maligne umane si doar 1,5% din toate
neoplasmele maligne ale capului si gatului.

In urma analizei efectuate s-a determinat ci
in 2018 Tn Republica Moldova s-a inregistrat cea mai mare
incidentad a cancerului sinusului maxilar, s-a stabilit 10 ca-
zuri noi de pacienti cu cancerul sinusului maxilar si cea mai
mica incidenta cu 4 cazuri noi, inregistrate in 2022.Conform
studiului se observa o scadere relativa a incidentei cance-
rului sinusului maxilar in ultimii 5 ani, Inregistrandu-se in
2022, 4 cazurinoi de cancer, cu o incidenta de 0,2 1a 100.000
de populatie. Incidenta tumorilor sinusurilor paranazale
este de 0,2-0,8%, 60% dintre aceste tumori provenind de
la sinusul maxilar, reprezentand 3-5% din toate afectiunile
maligne ale regiunii capului si gatului .Carcinomul cu celule
scuamoase ale sinusului maxilar (SCC) reprezinta 1% din
toate tumorile maligne.

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Introduction. Maxillary sinus cancer is a relatively rare
neoplasm, with an incidence representing a small percent-
age (0.2%) of human malignancies and only 1.5% of all ma-
lignant neoplasms of the head and neck.

Purpose of the work. Mortality analysis of cancer patients
depending on geographical region, age and gender. Mate-
rial and methods. The research is based on descriptive
cross-sectional epidemiological study, using clinical records
from PMSI Institute of Oncology during 2018-2022 which
included 34 patients diagnosed with maxillary sinus cancer.
Results. The analysis determined that the highest incidence
of maxillary sinus cancer was recorded in 2018 in the Re-
public of Moldova, 10 new cases of patients with maxillary
sinus cancer were established and the lowest incidence
with 4 new cases, recorded in 2022. According to the study,
there has been a relative decrease in the incidence of max-
illary sinus cancer over the last 5 years, with 4 new cases of
cancer in 2022, at an incidence of 0.2 per 100,000 popula-
tion. The incidence of paranasal sinus tumors is 0.2-0.8%,
that is, 60% of these tumors originate from the maxillary
sinus, accounting for 3-5% of all malignancies of the head
and neck region. Squamous cell carcinoma of the maxillary
sinus (SCC) accounts for 1% of all malignancies. SCC re-
mains the most histopathologically predominant malignan-
cy and accounts for 80%. The male to female ratio is 2.3:1,
age range 50-60 years. Increased morbidity with maxillary
sinus cancer by district in 2018 was recorded in the center
and north of the country. Conclusions. Maxillary sinus can-
cer is rare in the Republic of Moldova in correlation with
other cancers, having a decreasing incidence, registering
in 2022, 0.2% per 100,000 population, primarily affecting
men with a ratio of 1,4:1, and the mortality of maxillary si-
nus cancer is increasing in younger ages, 20 years, and with
the highest rate registering in the age groups of 65-69 years.
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
