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Introducere. Cancerul de prostata (CP) este al doilea ca
frecventd in randul tumorilor la barbati. Factorii majori ce
influenteaza incidenta cancerului de prostata sunt facto-
rii de mediu si genetici. Testele de screening si informar-
ea barbatilor despre importanta lor, este momentul cheie
in depistarea precoce a CP si ulterior tratamentul eficient.
Scopul lucrari. Rolul metodelor de diagnostic In tactica de
tratament ulterioara a cancerului de prostata. Material si
metode. In urma studierii literaturii de bazi si colectarea
datelor referitoare la metodele de diagnostic CP, am obtinut
urmatoarele date. Rezultate. Principalele instrumente
clinice de diagnosticare a CP sunt: tuseul rectal, nivelul
seric PSA si ecografia transrectala a prostatei TRUS. Diag-
nosticul pozitiv cu certitudine este histopatologic, obtinut
prin examinarea bioptatului prostatei sau piesa de rezectie
endoscopica. Important este si USG organelor bazinului mic
si examenul radiologic a oaselor bazinului si coloanei verte-
brale. Pentru evaluarea starii generale a pacientului in plan
de tratament sunt necesare si investigatiile de laborator. Iar
pentru determinarea operabilitatii tumorii si Mt la distanta
sunt recomandate investigatii suplimentare speciale (TC or-
gane interne, Rx cutie toracica, scintigrafia osoasa, urografie
intravenoasa etc.) Toate aceste metode sunt complementare
si necesita efectuate in toate cazurile suspecte, pentru sta-
bilirea corecta a diagnosticului si tactica ulterioara de trat-
ament (Interventie chirurgicala, Radioterapie, Hormonoter-
apie, Tratament paliativ). Concluzii. Toate metodele de
diagnosticare a pacientilor suspecti sau diagnosticati cu CP
sunt necesare pentru tactica de tratament ulterioara. Scopul
lor este vindecarea completa a bolnavului de CP in stadiu
incipient iar 1n cazul tumorilor avansate se atinge amelio-
rarea starii pacientului. Evolutia si prognosticul patologiei
depinde de screeningul, stadiul de depistare, gradul de dif-
erentiere a tumorii si metoda de tratament aplicata. Cuvin-
te-cheie: cancer de prostatd, diagnostic, tratament.
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Introduction. Prostate cancer (PC) is the second most
common tumor in men. The major factors influencing the
incidence of prostate cancer are environmental and genet-
ic factors. Screening tests and informing men about their
importance is the key moment in early detection of CP and
subsequent effective treatment. The purpose of the work.
The role of diagnostic methods in the tactics of subsequent
treatment of prostate cancer. Material and methods. After
studying the basic literature and collecting data on CP di-
agnostic methods, we obtained the following data. Results.
The main clinical tools for the diagnosis of CP are rectal
examination, serum PSA level and transrectal ultrasound
of the prostate TRUS. The positive diagnosis with certain-
ty is histopathological, obtained by examining the prostate
biopsy or the endoscopic resection piece. Also important
is the USG of the pelvic organs and the radiological exam-
ination of the bones of the pelvis and spine. To evaluate the
patient’s general condition in the treatment plan, laborato-
ry investigations are also necessary. And to determine the
operability of the tumor and remote Mt, special addition-
al investigations are recommended (CT of internal organs,
Rx of the chest, bone scintigraphy, intravenous urography,
etc.) All these methods are complementary and need to be
performed in all suspicious cases, for the correct establish-
ment of the diagnosis and subsequent treatment tactics
(Surgical intervention, Radiotherapy, Hormonotherapy, Pal-
liative treatment). Conclusions. All methods of diagnosis
of suspected or diagnosed patients with CP are necessary
for subsequent treatment tactics. Their goal is the complete
cure of the early-stage CP patient, and in the case of ad-
vanced tumors, the improvement of the patient’s condition
is achieved. The evolution and prognosis of the pathology
depends on the screening, the detection stage, the degree
of differentiation of the tumor and the applied treatment
method.
