Datele OMS arata ca global 70% de AVC-uri
si 87% de dizabilitati si decese au loc 1n tdrile cu venit mic
si mediu. Incidenta AVC-urilor in tarile cu venit mic si me-
diu s-a dublat. In pofida progresului in prevenirea si trata-
mentul AVC-urilor, ele reprezintd o problema devastatoare.
Scopul lucrarii. Ludnd in consideratie ca trombectomia
este standardul in tratamentul AVC-ului ischemic. Scopul
studiului este de a publica rezultatele a unei serii de pacienti
care au fost supusi terapiei de trombextractie in Cabinetul
de Chirurgie Endovasculara. Material si metode. Se prez-
inta o serie de pacienti care au fost supusi trombectomiei in
cursul tratamentului AVC-ului ischemic. Materialele utiliza-
te includ Stentretrievere si catetere de aspiratie. Rezultatele
au fost clasificate conform scorurilor mTICI, NIHSS si mRS..
Rezultate. In total 100 pacienti au fost inclusi in seria de ca-
zuri prezentata. Rezultatele angiografice sunt promitatoare
aratand un scor de revascularizare mTICI 2b-3. Doar 3 ca-
zuri s-au soldat fara succes din cauza tortuozitatii vasculare
si imposibilitatii cateterizarii vasului. Pacientii sunt moni-
torizati pentru evaluarea rezultatelor pe termen lung. Con-
cluzii. Numarul de trombectomii mecanice este in crestere
continua odata cu implementarea serviciului de referinta
Stroke in tara noastra si sporirea vigilentei populatiei. Cu-
vinte-cheie: Trombectomie mecanica, Tratament Stroke,
Stenretriever.
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Background. According to WHO, globally, 70% of strokes
and 87% of both stroke-related deaths and disability occur
in low-and middle-income countries. The stroke incidence
in low-and middle-income countries has more than dou-
bled. Despite progress in prevention and treatment, stroke
is still a devastating problem. Objective of the study. Me-
chanical thrombectomy is the gold standard in acute stroke
treatment in eligible patients. The scope of this study is to
share the results of a series of cases that underwent reper-
fusion therapy (mechanical thrombectomy) in the angio-
graphic suite of INN. Material and methods. The study
represents a series of patients who underwent mechanical
thrombectomy for the treatment of acute stroke. Using dif-
ferent thrombectomy techniques such as: Solumbra, Save,
Adapt. Materials used include Stent-retrievers and throm-
baspiration catheters. The results were classified based on
mTICI and NIHSS and mRS scores. Results. A total of 100
patients were included in the series. Of 100 cases the an-
giographic results were promising, showing a TICI score of
2b and higher. Three cases were unsuccessful due to high
vascular tortuosity and inability to catheterize the vessels.
Patients are being monitored to assess their long-term
outcome. Conclusion. The number of mechanical throm-
bectomies has increased and addressability improved with
implementation of stroke referral system and improved pa-
tient addressability.
