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Introducere. Tulburarea de vorbire si limbaj la copii (TVL)
reprezintd una din cele mai frecvente tulburari de neuro-
dezvoltare, cu impactul pe termen lung asupra functiilor
emotionale si intelectuale. Scopul lucrarii. Aprecierea
functiilor psihoemotionale si cognitive la copiii cu TVL.
Material si metode. Au fost analizate datele din literatu-
ra stiintifica de pe portaluri Google Scholar, PubMed, Re-
searchGate, pentru a stabili influenta TVL asupra functiilor
psihoemotionale si cognitive. Rezultate. intr-un studiu din
2023, panala 37,8% dintre copiii cu TVL s-au dovedit a avea
dificultati de neadaptare sociala. Meta-analizele studiilor
prospective longitudinale si transversale care compara
copiii cu TVL cu copiii cu limbaj tipic, au gasit cresteri mod-
erate ale simptomelor de neadaptare sociald, emotionala si
comportamentaldla copiii cu TVL. Acesta este cazul atat pen-
tru problemele de internalizare (anxietate, depresie ), cat si
pentru cele de externalizare (probleme de conduita, deficit
de atentie). S-a estimat ca Intre 32,7% si 42,8% dintre copiii
cu TVL, indeplinesc limitele clinice pentru ingrijorarea ne-
adaptarii sociale, emotionale si comportamentale pana la
adolescenta. Dubois si altii ,intr-o revizuire sistematica din
2020, a concluzionat ca copiii cu TVL pot prezenta, un risc
mai mare pentru probleme sociale si comportamentale, pe
langa problemele de invatare, dintre care unele pot persista
pana la varsta adulta. Chow si colab., Intr-un studiu in 2021,
au stabilit ca copii cu TVL au sanse de a avea o prietenie re-
ciproca cu 50% mai mici decat semenii lor. Aceasta s-ar da-
tora singuratatii, respingerii colegilor si prieteniilor prob-
lematice. Concluzie: Putem presupune ca exista o legatura
puternica intre abilitatile cognitive non-verbale si verbale
la copiii cu TVL, si cu cat nivelul cognitiv non-verbal este
mai slab, cu atat abilitatile verbale sunt mai scazute. Cuvin-
te-cheie: tulburare de vorbire, tulburare de limbaj, copil.
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Background. Speech and Language Disorder (SLD) in chil-
dren is one of the most common neurodevelopmental disor-
ders, with long-term impacts on emotional and intellectual
functions. Objective of the study. To assess the psychoemo-
tional and cognitive functions in children with SLD. Material
and methods. Data from the scientific literature on Google
Scholar, PubMed, and ResearchGate portals were analyzed
to establish the influence of SLD on psychoemotional and
cognitive functions. Results. In a 2023 study, up to 37.8%
of children with SLD were found to have difficulties in social
maladjustment. Meta-analyses of prospective longitudinal
and cross-sectional studies comparing children with SLD to
children with typical language found moderate increases in
symptoms of social, emotional, and behavioral maladjust-
ment in children with SLD. This is the case for both inter-
nalizing problems (anxiety, depression) and externalizing
problems (behavioral problems, attention deficit). It has
been estimated that between 32.7% and 42.8% of children
with SLD meet the clinical cut-offs for concern about social,
emotional, and behavioral maladjustment by adolescence.
Dubois et al., in a 2020 systematic review, concluded that
children with SLD may be at increased risk for social and be-
havioral problems, in addition to learning problems, some
of which may persist into adulthood. Chow et al,, in a 2021
study, found that children with SLD are 50% less likely to
have a reciprocal friendship than their peers. This could be
due to loneliness, peer rejection, and problematic friend-
ships. Conclusion. There is a strong relationship between
nonverbal and verbal cognitive abilities in children with
SLD, and the lower the nonverbal cognitive level, the lower
the verbal abilities. Keywords: speech disorder, language
disorder, child.
