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Introducere. Vocalizarile Ictale (VI) a crizelor generaliza-
te tonico-clonice prezinta 100% specificitate si 85% sensi-
bilitate. VI apar in 40% In cazul epilepsiei lobului frontal si
in 48%-epilepsiei lobului temporal. Vocalizarile psihogene
difera de VI. Scopul lucrarii. Analiza vocalizarilor, care pot
aparea In crizele psihogenice non-epileptice-PNES si di-
agnosticul dual de PNES si epilepsie. Material si metode.
Studiul retrospectiv-luna octombrie-2019 pana in aprilie-
2024.S-au analizat douazeci de fise ale pacientilor, care au
fost diagnosticati cu PNES si patru pacienti cu diagnostic
dual, de la Institutul de Medicind Urgenta. Intervalul de
varsta al pacientilor a fost de 18:50 de ani. Vocalizarile au
fost marturisite de catre rudele pacientilor si In timpul spit-
alizarii bolnavilor, fiind raportate de catre clinicieni. Rezul-
tate. Pacientii au fost divizati in doua grupe: primul grup a
inclus pacienti cu PNES, constituit din 14 femei (70%) si 6
barbati (30%), iar al doilea grup a inclus pacienti cu diag-
nostic dual, format din 3 femei (75% ) si 1 barbat (25%).
Primul grup a prezentat subtipuri specifice de vocalizari
psihogene non-epileptice: tacuti (fara vocalizari)-9 pacienti
(45%), gemete-5 pacienti (25%), sfordit-4 pacienti (20%),
si cu respiratie grea-2 pacienti (10%). Al doilea grup in tim-
pul PNES a prezentat tipuri mixte de vocalizari ca sforait si
geamat-2 pacienti (50%), respiratie grea-1 pacient (25%)
si tdcut-1 pacient (25%). Dezavantajul studiului-studiu mic.
Concluzii In crizele psihogene non-epileptice vocalizirile
sunt manifestari comportamentale, prezentate de gemete,
sfordit, respiratia grea si crize fara vocalizari. Pacientii cu
diagnostic dual in timpul PNES-urilor au prezentat tipuri
mixte de vocalizari psihogene. Cuvinte-cheie: PNES, vocal-
izari, vocalizare ictala, diagnostic dual.
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Background. Ictal vocalization (IV) of generalized ton-
ic-clonic seizures has 100% specificity and 85% sensitivity.
In frontal lobe epilepsy, IV occurs in 40% of patients and
48% with temporal lobe epilepsy. Psychogenic vocalizations
are different from IV. Objective of the study. We aimed
to analyze vocalizations, which can occur in psychogenic
non-epileptic seizures (PNES), and the dual diagnosis of
PNES and epilepsy. Material and methods. A retrospective
study was performed from October-2019 to April-2024. We
analyzed twenty cards of the patients, who were diagnosed
with PNES and four patients with dual diagnosis, from the
Emergency Medicine Institute. The range of age of the pa-
tients was 18:50 years. Vocalizations were witnessed by the
relatives of the patients and during the hospitalization of
patients, been reported by clinicians. Results. We divided
our patients into two groups: the first group consisted of
patients with PNES, which included 14 women (70%) and
6 men (30 %), and the second group consisted of patients
with dual diagnosis, which included 3 women (75%) and
1 man (25%). The first group presented with specific sub-
types of psychogenic non-epileptic vocalizations: silent
(without vocalizations)-9 patients (45%), groaning-5 pa-
tients (25%), snoring-4 patients (20%), and heavy breath-
ing-2 patients (10%). The second group during PNES pre-
sented with mixed types of vocalizations as snoring and
groaning-2 patients (50%), heavy breathing-1 patient
(25%), and silent-1 patient (25%). The disadvantage of the
study is a small study. Conclusion. In psychogenic non-epi-
leptic seizures, vocalizations are behavioral manifestations,
presented by groaning, snoring heavy breathing and silent
seizures. Patients with dual diagnosis during PNES showed
mixed types of psychogenic vocalizations. Keywords: PNES,
vocalizations, ictal vocalization, dual diagnosis.
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
