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Introducere. Leziunile duodenale constituie 3-5% din
traumatismul abdominal. Leziunile Inchise reprezinta 25%,
leziunile deschise - 75% cazuri. Diagnosticul leziunilor
duodenale inchise este dificil, cauzand o comorbiditate si
mortalitate sporitd. Una din complicatiile severe ale leziuni-
lor duodenale este peritonita. Scopul. Analiza pacientilor
cu leziuni traumatice duodenale complicate cu peritonita.
Material si metode. Studiu include 43 de pacienti cu lezi-
une duodenala in cadrul traumatismului abdominal inchis
complicate cu peritonita, tratati in Institutul de Medicina
Urgentd, Chisinau. Barbati 37(86,04%), femei 6(13,95%).
Varsta medie 49,59+17,66 ani. Examinarea la spitalizare si
tactica de tratament au fost in coraport cu mecanismul trau-
mei si starea hemodinamicii pacientilor. Rezultate. Con-
form datelor: spitalizati in primele 2 ore dupa traumatism
au fost Lotul (L) I 17(39,5%) pacienti; In 3 - 24 ore au fost
internati Lotul 11 19(44,2%) bolnavi, in perioada >24 de ore,
spitalizati Lotul I1I 7(16,3%). Evaluarea dificultatii diagnos-
ticului si tratamentului dependent de termenii de spitaliza-
re in lotul general a relatat: in Lotul I peritonita stabilita
pre- si intraoperator a fost localizata, tratata cu succes, mor-
talitatea O cazuri. In Lotul 11 10(52,6%) cazuri au evoluat in
peritonita difuzi si totald, mortalitatea - 5(26,3%). In Lotul
[II - peritonita extinsa a fost in 4(57,1%) cazuri, decedati
2(28,6%) pacienti. Concluzie. Peritonita In traumatismele
duodenale devine mai agresiva si nesupusa tratamentului
in cazul unei adresari tardive, unui diagnostic si interventiei
chirurgicale intarziate. Mortalitatea totald in lotul general
de 7(16,3%) cazuri demonstreaza acest argument. Cuvin-
te-cheie: traumatismul duodenal, peritonita.
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Background. Duodenal injuries make up 3-5% of abdom-
inal trauma. Closed lesions represent - 25%, open lesions
-75% of cases. The diagnosis of closed duodenal lesions is
difficult, causing increased comorbidity and mortality. One
of the severe complications of duodenal injuries is peritoni-
tis. Aim. Analysis of patients with traumatic duodenal inju-
ries complicated by peritonitis. Material and methods. The
study includes 43 patients with duodenal injury in closed
abdominal trauma complicated with peritonitis, treated
in the Institute of Emergency Medicine, Chisinau. Men 37
(86,04%), women 6 (13,95%). Mean age 49,59+17,66 years.
The examination at the hospitalization and the treatment
tactics were related to the mechanism of trauma and the he-
modynamic status of the patients. Results. According to the
data: hospitalized in the first 2 hours after the trauma were
Lot 117(39,5%) patients; in 3- 24 hours - Lot I1 19(44,2%)
patients were hospitalized, in the period >24 hours, Lot III
7(16,3%) patients were hospitalized. The assessment of
the difficulty of diagnosis and treatment depending on the
terms of hospitalization in the general group reported: in
Lot I peritonitis established pre- and intraoperatively was
located, treated successfully, mortality 0 cases. In Lot II
10(52,6%) cases evolved into diffuse and total peritonitis,
mortality - 5(26,3%). In Lot I1I - extensive peritonitis was in
4(57,1%) cases, 2(28,6%) patients died. Conclusions. Peri-
tonitis in duodenal trauma becomes more aggressive and
unresponsive to treatment in case of late referral for hospi-
talization, delayed diagnosis and delayed surgery. The total
mortality in the general group of 7(16,3%) cases demon-
strates this argument.
