Analizarea rezultatelor clinice
obtinute prin biopsia transrectald ecoghidata a prostatei
in anul 2023, examinand eficacitatea si relevanta acestei
proceduri in diagnosticarea cancerului de prostata. Mate-
rial si metode. In decursul anului 2023, in Sectia Urologie
a Spitalului Clinic Republican , Timofei Mosneaga”, au fost
efectuate 142 de biopsii ecoghidate transrectald ale pros-
tatei, iar rezultatele acestora au fost analizate. Rezultate.
Varsta pacientilor carora li s-a efectuat biopsia ecoghidata
transrectala a prostatei variaza intre 55 si 92 de ani. Din
totalul de pacienti investigati 60 % au avut adenocarcinom
acinar de prostata, 17,5 % hiperplazia benigna a prostatei.
20,5% - suspectie pentru proliferare tumorala maligna, 2%
- inflamatie cronica. Din totalul pacientilor 4 au fost supusi
unei biopsii repetate In decursul anului 2023. Concluzii.
Analiza rezultatelor subliniaza importanta si eficacitatea
biopsiei transrectala ecoghidate in diagnosticul cancerului
de prostata si a altor afectiuni prostatice, oferind o perspec-
tiva valoroasa asupra prevalentei si diversitatii patologiilor
intalnite in populatia de pacienti investigati. Cuvinte-cheie:

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Background. Prostate biopsy is the main step in confirm-
ing the diagnosis of prostate cancer. Transrectal ultra-
sound-guided biopsy of the prostate has been performed
at the Urology Clinic of the Republican Clinical Hospital
since 2007. Objective of the study. Analysis of clinical
outcomes of transrectal ultrasound-guided biopsy of the
prostate in 2023, examining the efficacy and relevance of
this procedure in the diagnosis of prostate cancer. Mate-
rial and methods. During the year 2023, in the Urology
Department of the Timofei Mosneaga Republican Clinical
Hospital 142 transrectal ultrasound-guided biopsies of the
prostate were performed, and their results were analyzed.
Results. The age of the patients who underwent transrectal
ultrasound-guided biopsy of the prostate ranged from 55 to
92 years. Out of the total number of patients investigated,
60% were diagnosed with acinar adenocarcinoma of the
prostate, 17.5% with benign prostatic hyperplasia. Addi-
tionally, 20.5% had suspicions for malignant tumor prolif-
eration, and 2% had chronic inflammation. Out of the total
number of patients, 4 underwent repeated biopsy during
the year 2023. Conclusion. The analysis of the results un-
derscores the importance and effectiveness of transrectal
ultrasound-guided biopsy in diagnosing prostate cancer
and other prostatic ailments, offering valuable insights into
the prevalence and diversity of pathologies encountered in
the investigated patient population. Keywords: transrectal
ultrasound-guided biopsy of the prostate, prostate cancer,
benign prostatic hyperplasia.
