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Introducere. Terapia functionala a malocluziilor clasa 11/1
Angle a fost realizata prin intermediul dispozitivului Twin-
Block. Aceastd metoda a permis corectarea ocluziei prin
repozitionarea mandibulei, imbunatatind functia masti-
catorie si ameliorarea esteticii faciale a pacientilor tratati.
Scopul lucrarii. Scopul studiului este evaluarea eficientei
dispozitivului Twin-Block in tratarea malocluziilor clasa
II/1 Angle, prin analiza rezultatelor clinice obtinute si Im-
bunatatirile functionale si estetice ale pacientilor tratati.
Material si metode. in studiu au fost inclusi mai multi
pacienti cu malocluzii clasa II/1 Angle, tratati cu dispozi-
tivul Twin-Block. Evaluarile clinice au fost realizate inainte
si dupa tratament, utilizand modele de studiu, radiografii
cefalometrice si fotografii intraorale. Parametrii analizati
au inclus modificarile ocluziei, pozitionarea mandibulei si
ameliorarea profilului facial. Datele colectate au fost com-
parate pentru a determina eficienta terapiei functionale cu
Twin-Block. Rezultate. Rezultatele au aratat ca utilizarea
dispozitivului Twin-Block a condus la imbunatatiri semnifi-
cative 1n tratarea malocluziilor clasa II/1 Angle. La sfarsitul
perioadei de tratament de 12 luni, s-a observat o repozition-
are anterioard a mandibulei la majoritatea pacientilor, im-
bunatatind astfel relatia maxilo-mandibulara. Masuratorile
cefalometrice au indicat o reducere a distantei overjet si
overbite, iar fotografiile intraorale au evidentiat o aliniere
dentara mai buna. De asemenea, pacientii au raportat o im-
bunatatire a functiei masticatorii si estetice. Analiza statis-
tica a confirmat eficienta si stabilitatea rezultatelor obtinute
cu dispozitivul Twin-Block. Nu s-au raportat efecte adverse
semnificative pe parcursul tratamentului. Concluzii. Tera-
pia functionald a malocluziilor clasa II/1 Angle cu dispozi-
tivul Twin-Block a fost eficienta si stabilda. Repozitionarea
mandibulei, imbunatatirea relatiei maxilo-mandibulare si
alinierea dentara au fost realizate cu succes, fara efecte ad-
verse semnificative. Functia masticatorie si estetica faciala
au fost ameliorate considerabil.

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Introduction. Functional therapy of Angle class 1I/1 mal-
occlusions was conducted through the Twin-Block device.
This method allowed for occlusion correction by repo-
sitioning the mandible, improving masticatory function,
and facial aesthetics of treated patients. Objectives. The
aim was to evaluate the efficacy of the Twin-Block device
in treating Angle class II/1 malocclusions by analyzing the
obtained clinical results and the functional and aesthetic
improvements in treated patients. Material and methods.
The study included a lot of patients with Angle class 1I/1
malocclusions treated with the Twin-Block device. Clinical
evaluations were performed before and after treatment,
using study models, cephalometric radiographs, and intra-
oral photographs. Analyzed parameters included occlusal
changes, mandibular positioning, and aesthetic improve-
ments. Collected data were compared to determine the ef-
ficacy of functional therapy with Twin-Block. Results. Re-
sults showed significant improvements in treating Angle
class 1I/1 malocclusions with the Twin-Block device. At the
end of the 12-month treatment period, anterior reposition-
ing of the mandible was observed in most patients, thereby
improving the maxillo-mandibular relationship. Cephalo-
metric measurements indicated a reduction in overjet and
overbite distances, while intraoral photographs showed
better dental alignment. Additionally, patients reported im-
provement in masticatory function and aesthetics. Statisti-
cal analysis confirmed the efficacy and stability of results
obtained with the Twin-Block device. No significant adverse
effects were reported during treatment. Conclusions. Func-
tional therapy of Angle class 1I/1 malocclusions with the
Twin-Block device was effective and stable. Repositioning
of the mandible, improvement in maxillo-mandibular rela-
tionship, and dental alignment were successfully achieved,
without significant adverse effects. Masticatory function
and facial aesthetics were considerably improved. Key-
words: functional therapy, mandibular repositioning, aes-
thetic improvements, masticatory function.
