A fost studiata literatura de specialitate privind
aspectele motivationale, cu aplicarea metodei de sinteza.
Au fost realizate chestionare cu privire la atitudinea si
motivarea personala a studentilor. Rezultate. Rezultatele
studiului au aratat ca progresul studentilor este influ-
entat atat de factori motivationali intrinseci, cat si de cei
extrinseci, prima categorie obtinand, prin opiniile respon-
dentilor, o pondere mai mare. Printre cele mai frecvente
raspunsuri au fost mentionate: dorinta de a cunoaste alte
limbi, dorinta de a intelege pacientii, dorinta de exprimare
corecta in procesul de comunicare cu vorbitorii nativi s.a.
Concluzii. Cu cat creste dimensiunea aplicabilitatii lim-
bii romane, cu atat motivatia intrinseca a studentilor este
mai Tnalta. Contextul social, activitatea practica si mai ales
studierea obiectelor de profil prin prisma limbii romane
contribuie semnificativ la interesul fata de aceasta limba si
la sporirea eficientei in procesul de studiere si asimilare a
acesteia.

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Background. Assimilation of a foreign language could be a
challenge for students whose basic profile is other than the lin-
guistic one. The qualitative study process of any field, includ-
ing the studying of Romanian language, first supposes a strong
motivation. Objective of the study. Presentation of the main
factors with high impact of motivation in studying the Roma-
nian language as a foreign language. Material and methods.
The specialized literature on motivational theory was studied,
using the synthesis method. Questionnaires regarding the at-
titude and personal motivation of the students were applied.
Results. The results of the study revealed that students’ prog-
ress is influenced by both intrinsic and extrinsic motivational
factors. According to the respondents’ opinions, the first cat-
egory is more dominant than the second. Through the most
frequent questionnaires answers were mentioned: the desire
to know other languages, the desire to understand better the
patients, the care for a correct communication process with
native speakers etc. Conclusion. As high is the applicability of
the Romanian language, as strong is the students’ intrinsic mo-
tivation. The social context, the practical activity with patients
and especially the study of basic objects in national language
improve significantly the interest in Romanian. These factors
facilitate the language assimilation and increases the process
efficiency of studying it.
