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Introducere. Calitatea resurselor informationale ale Bib-
liotecii Stiintifice Medicale (BSM) in conditiile moderne de
dezvoltare a societdtii informationale este un factor de mare
importanta pentru procesul de instruire, cercetare si prac-
tica medicala in RM. Scopul lucrarii. Evaluarea colectiilor
BSM sub aspect calitativ pentru a determina relevanta si
fiabilitatea acestora in raport cu profilul institutiei. Mate-
rial si metode. In vederea realizirii studiului s-au aplicat
metode de cercetare calitative si cantitative: ancheta, anal-
iza si interpretarea datelor colectate, sinteza statistica, ob-
servarea, interviul, compararea. Au fost aplicate metode
bibliometrice, analizate rapoartele statistice anuale si cele
de activitate, analizat fisierul refuzurilor. Rezultate. Dez-
voltarea constanta si actualizarea colectiei bibliotecii co-
respunde profilului bibliotecii si necesitatilor de informare
ale utilizatorilor. Unul dintre factorii care determina cali-
tatea colectiilor BSM este studierea constantad si direction-
atd a necesitdtilor utilizatorilor reali si potentiali, precum
si anticiparea solicitarilor care pot veni de la cadrele didac-
tice ale institutiei, studenti, rezidenti, studenti doctoranzi,
tinand cont de Disciplinele de studiu. Pentru a intelege mai
bine necesitatile beneficiarilor, BSM a efectuat sondaje care
au implicat utilizatorii, a studiat cererile de informare con-
form buletinelor de cerere, a urmarit comportamentul in-
formational al utilizatorului, a observat si a identificat cele
mai solicitate publicatii in salile cu acces liber la raft si a
monitorizat piata de carte nationala si internationala (ofer-
tele editurilor de profil). Concluzii. BSM isi dezvolta col-
ectiile conform statutului de biblioteca stiintifica, iar tezau-
rul informational este unul relevant, de actualitate si fiabil.
Domeniul medicinei este in continud dezvoltare, ceea ce
impune specialistilor in domeniu sa se formeze profesion-
al sistematic, resursele informationale constituind suportul
de baza pentru acestia, iar calitatea Invatamantului superi-
or medical depinde in mare masura de calitatea resurselor
informationale care sunt puse la dispozitia viitorilor spe-
cialisti.

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Background. In the current conditions of evolution of the
information society, the quality of the information resourc-
es of the Health Sciences Library (HSL) is an essential fac-
tor for the higher medical education, research and medical
practice in the Republic of Moldova. Objective of the study.
Evaluation of the HSL's collections from a quality point of
view to determine their relevance and reliability for the
institution’s profile. Material and methods. The research
was done based on the quantitative and qualitative meth-
ods: survey, analysis and interpretation of collected data,
statistical synthesis, observation, interview, comparison.
Bibliometric methods were applied, the annual statistical
and activity reports were analyzed, the file of refusals was
researched. Results. The constant development and updat-
ing of the library collection corresponds to the profile of the
library and the information needs of the users. One of the
areas that determines the quality of HSL collections is the
constant and aimed study of the needs of real and potential
users, as well as the anticipation of requests that may come
from the teaching staff of the institution, students, residents
and doctoral students, in the light of the studied Disciplines.
To better understand the needs of users, HSL organized user
surveys, studied information requests according to book re-
quest forms, observed and identified the most demanded
ones in reading rooms with free access to books and moni-
tored the national and international book market (offers of
specialized publishers). Conclusion. The HSL grows its col-
lections in accordance with its status as a scientific library,
and the information treasure is significant, up-to-date and
trusty. Medicine is a constantly advancing field and medical
professionals should integrate lifelong learning into their
career routines, the main support for which is information
resources, and the quality of higher medical education de-
pends on the quality of information resources that are pro-
vided to future specialists.
