Concluzii. ,Confidentialitatea” ramane function-
ala 1n acord total cu jurisprudenta RM si cu Juramantului lui
Hipocrate. In RM protectia datelor cu caracter personal este

Introduction. Initially “confidentiality” established (veri-
fied) the loyalty of relationships with other (usually influen-
tial) individuals, presupposing trust (verbal promises) not
to disclose personal information. The specific features of
“confidentiality” crystallized with the expansion of knowl-
edge. Objective. General assessment and analysis through
a systemic approach of the rules and legal support for the
enforcement of the “principle of confidentiality” in the Re-
public of Moldova. Material and methods. Organic laws,
departmental and interdepartmental normative acts and
other national legislative provisions served as study materi-
als. The methodology of the study was based in some cases
on the main elements of the “systemic approach”, synthesis,
comparative and content analysis of the jurisprudence of
the Republic of Moldova. Results. In the case law of the Re-
public of Moldova, prescription of compliance of the “princi-
ple of confidentiality” is equally applicable to the protection
of personal information and to the non-disclosure of pro-
fessional secrecy. Moldovan legislation (4 laws) guarantees
the protection of personal data provided in confidence to
doctors and pharmacists. The meaning of the “principle of
confidentiality” requires medical workers to have specific
knowledge of the limits of professional and individual obli-
gations necessary to identify and exclude the disclosure of
professional secrecy and personal information, except for
those of informed consent. Conclusion. “Confidentiality” is
functional in full compliance with the jurisprudence of the
Republic of Moldova. In the Republic of Moldova the pro-
tection of personal data is an obligation and its violation is
a crime. The vulnerability of electronic storage of informa-
tion increases the risk of compromise. Keywords: personal
data, confidentiality, professional secrets.
