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Introducere. In ultimii 3 ani, comertul global cu produse
farmaceutice s-a mentinut in jurul a 850 mld. dolari, dub-
lu fatda de acum un deceniu. Din 1995, cand era 45 mld,,
industria a crescut semnificativ. Vestul domina piata, UE si
America de Nord avand rol central, iar India depaseste Chi-
na in exporturi. Scop. S-a propus analiza distributiei globala
a comertului cu produse farmaceutice, in special materia
prim3, evidentiind pozitia UE in lantul valoric si riscurile
asociate dependentei de Asia. Material si metode. Au fost
utilizate date statistice privind exporturile farmaceutice a
materiei prime la nivel global, cu accent pe evolutia expor-
turilor de materii prime farmaceutice ale Germaniei, Chinei
si Indiei 1n ultimii treizeci de ani. Analiza include interpre-
tarea graficelor si corelarea preturilor de export cu cele va-
male europene. Rezultate. Puterea industriei farmaceutice
europene se bazeaza pe activitatea de cercetare si dezvol-
tare si pe resursele publice alocate cheltuielilor farmaceu-
tice. In ultimii ani se observa o crestere a riscurilor privind
lantul de aprovizionare, in special in achizitia materiilor
prime. Desi tarile occidentale domina comertul cu produse
farmaceutice finite, nu acelasi lucru se poate spune despre
materiile prime, unde China si India au Inregistrat mari pro-
grese. Exporturile Chinei au depdsit Germania In 2007 si
au continuat sa creasca, iar India ameninta pozitia a doua a
Germaniei. UE devine dependenta de Asia, sporind riscurile
de aprovizionare. Concluzii. Europa si SUA mentin pozitia
de lider in productia farmaceutica, situatia difera pentru
industria materiilor prime farmaceutice, China si India in-
registrand progrese semnificative, ducand la o dependenta
a industriei farmaceutice europene de materiile prime ale
Asiei prin riscuri de aprovizionare.

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Introduction. Last 3 years, the global trade in pharmaceu-
ticals has remained around 850 billion. dollars, twice as a
decade ago. Since 1995, when it was $45 billion, the indus-
try has grown significantly. The West dominates the market,
with the EU and North America taking center stage, and In-
dia overtaking China in exports. Objective. Analysis of glob-
al distribution of pharmaceutical trade, especially the raw
material, was proposed, highlighting the position of EU in
the value chain and the risks associated with dependence
on Asia. Material and methods. Statistical data on global
pharmaceutical raw material exports were used, with a fo-
cus on the evolution of pharmaceutical raw material exports
from Germany, China and India over the last thirty years.
The analysis includes the interpretation of graphs and the
correlation of export prices with European customs duties.
Results. The strength of the European pharmaceutical in-
dustry is based on research and development and public
resources allocated to pharmaceutical spending. In recent
years, there has been an increase in supply chain risks, espe-
cially in the procurement of raw materials. Although West-
ern countries dominate trade in finished pharmaceutical
products, the same cannot be said for raw materials, where
China and India have made great strides. China’s exports
overtook Germany in 2007 and have continued to grow, and
India is threatening Germany’s second position. The EU is
becoming more dependent on Asia, increasing supply risks.
Conclusion. Europe and US maintain their leading position
in pharmaceutical production, situation is different for the
pharmaceutical raw materials industry, with China and In-
dia making significant progress, leading to a dependence
of the EU pharmaceutical industry on Asian raw materials
through supply risks.
