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Introducere. Deseurile farmaceutice reprezinta o problema
majora pentru sinitatea publicd si mediul inconjuritor. In
contextul crizei climatice si al obiectivelor de dezvoltare du-
rabild, este necesara adoptarea unor practici eficiente, spri-
jinite prin legislatie coerenta si implicarea activa a farma-
cistului. Scop. Lucrarea a analizat realitatile si perspectivele
internationale privind abordarile sustenabile legate de ges-
tionarea deseurilor farmaceutice, cu accent pe legislatie si
rolul sistemelor de sanatate. Material si metode. A fost re-
alizata o cercetare documentara asupra literaturii si ghidu-
rilor publicate intre 2015-2024, utilizand baze de date pre-
cum PubMed, ScienceDirect si FIP.org. Cautdrile au folosit
termeni ca pharmaceutical waste, sustainability, green phar-
macy si waste legislation. Studiile au fost alese dupa rele-
vanta, actualitate si aplicabilitate. Rezultate. Analiza litera-
turii a evidentiat diferente semnificative in legislatia privind
gestionarea deseurilor farmaceutice la nivel international.
Franta, Belgia si Suedia au implementat sisteme integrate,
cu responsabilitatea extinsa a producatorilor, reglementari
stricte si programe educationale. Aceste masuri au crescut
colectarea si redus impactul asupra mediului. In Romania
si alte tdri din Europa Centrala, legislatia este fragmentata,
aplicarea ineficienta, iar rolul farmacistului neclar, afectand
gestionarea. Raportul FIP recomanda armonizarea legisla-
tiva si promovarea principiilor green pharmacy pentru sus-
tenabilitate si protectia sanatatii. Concluzii. [poteza privind
diferentele legislative si lipsa unei abordari unitare in ges-
tionarea sustenabila a deseurilor farmaceutice a fost confir-
mata. Integrarea bunelor practici internationale si redefini-
rea rolului farmacistului pot imbunatati protectia mediului
si eficienta sistemelor de sanatate.

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Introduction. Pharmaceutical waste represents a major
challenge for public health and the environment. Consider-
ing the climate crisis and the goals of sustainable develop-
ment, it is crucial to implement effective practices support-
ed by consistent legislation and the proactive involvement
of pharmacists. Objective. This paper analyzed interna-
tional realities and perspectives regarding sustainable ap-
proaches to pharmaceutical waste management, with an
emphasis on legislation and the role of health systems. Ma-
terial and methods. Documentary research was conducted
on literature and guidelines published between 2015 and
2024, using databases such as PubMed, ScienceDirect, and
FIP.org. Searches used terms such as pharmaceutical waste,
sustainability, green pharmacy, and waste legislation. Stud-
ies were selected based on relevance, currency, and appli-
cability. Results. The literature review showed notable dif-
ferences in legislation on pharmaceutical waste control at
the international level. France, Belgium, and Sweden have
established integrated systems with extended producer
duties, strict regulations, and learning initiatives. These
efforts have grew waste collection rates and reduced en-
vironmental harm. In contrast, Romania and other Central
European countries have fragmented legislation, weak en-
forcement, and an unclear role for pharmacists, which im-
pairs waste management. The FIP report proposes aligning
laws and promoting green pharmacy principles to enhance
sustainability and protect public health. Conclusion. The
hypothesis regarding legislative differences and the lack
of a unified approach to sustainable pharmaceutical waste
management was confirmed. Integrating international best
practices and redefining the pharmacist’s role can improve
environmental protection and the efficiency of health sys-
tems.
