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Introducere. Contuzia globului ocular este un traumatism
contondent cu deformarea brusca a ochiului, caracteriza-
ta prin transmiterea unei forte brute asupra ochiului fara
patrunderea unui obiect in structurile oculare, rezultand
leziuni structurale la nivelul segmentelor anterior si pos-
terior de diferita severitate. Scop. Prezentarea unui caz
clinic de contuzie ocularad severa cu afectarea polilor ante-
rior si posterior, complicatd cu rupturd capsulara anterio-
ard, cataractd traumatica si retinopatia Berlin. Material si
metode. Datele anamnestice, clinice si paraclinice au fost
prelevate din fisa medicala a pacientului. Bolnavul a fost in-
vestigat prin biomicroscopie, tomografie in coerenta optica
a maculei, ultrasonografie a globului ocular. S-a efectuat
interventia microchirurgicala de facoemulsificare a cata-
ractei si iridoplastie la ochiul drept. Rezultate. Barbat, 50
ani, spitalizat in sectia oftalmologie cu cataracta traumat-
ica, sechele ale traumatismului contodent la ochiul drept.
Biomicroscopie: iridodializa, pupila deformatd, ruptura
capsulei anterioare a cristalinului, opacifieri omogene cris-
taliniene. USG - tunicile aplanate, corpul vitros transpar-ent.
Tratament: facoemulsificarea cataractei + implantarea
pseudofacului + iridoplastie. Postoperator - mediile optice
transparente, PF centrat, AV=0.02. OCT macula: alterare
focald a stratului fotoreceptor, pierderea structurii benzii
elipsoidale si mioide, alterari la nivelul epiteliul pigmentar -
complicatia secundard a comotiei retiniene. Concluzii. In
pofida faptului ca interventia chirurgicala a fost efectuata cu
succes, postoperator acuitatea vizualda a ramas sub valorile
functionale satisfacatoare din cauza leziunii retiniene - Ret-
inopatia Berlin, fiind una dintre cele mai frecvente leziuni
retiniene dupa o contuzie oculara. Cuvinte-cheie: contuzia
ochiului, cataracta traumatica, retinopatia Berlin.
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Introduction. Eyeball contusion is a form of blunt trauma
with sudden deformation of the eye, characterized by the
transmission of a blunt force to the eye without penetration
of an object into the ocular structures, resulting in structur-
al lesions in the anterior and posterior segments of vary-
ing severity. Objective. To present a clinical case of severe
ocular contusion with anterior and posterior pole damage,
complicated with anterior capsular rupture, traumatic cat-
aract and Berlin retinopathy. Material and methods. The
anamnestic, clinical and paraclinical data were taken from
the patient’s medical record. The patient was investigated
by biomicroscopy, optical coherence tomography of the
macula, ultrasonography of the eyeball. The microsurgical
intervention of phacoemulsification of cataract and irido-
plasty of the right eye was performed. Results. Male, 50
years old, hospitalized at RCH Department of Ophthalmol-
ogy with traumatic cataract, sequelae of blunt trauma to
the right eye. Biomicroscopy: iridodialysis, deformed pupil,
rupture of anterior lens capsule, homogeneous opacified
lens. Echo BScan - all the structures are attached, trans-
parent vitreous. Treatment: cataract phacoemulsification +
IOL implantation + iridoplasty. Postoperative - transparent
optical media, IOL centered, AV=0.02. OCT macula: focal al-
teration of photoreceptor layer, loss of ellipsoid and myoid
band structure, alterations in pigment epithelium layer-
secondary complication of commotio retinae. Conclusion.
Despite the successful surgery, postoperatively the visual
acuity of the patient’s right eye remained below satisfactory
functional values due to retinal injury- Berlin retinopathy,
which is considered one of the most common retinal inju-
ries after severe ocular contusion. Keywords: traumatic
cataract, Berlin retinopathy, eye contusion.
