Introducere. Parentingul monoparental ales prin fertilizare
in vitro si surogat, in randul persoanelor fertile, ridica mul-
tiple dileme bioetice privind drepturile copilului, autono-
mia parintilor si implicatiile sociale. Aceste aspecte necesita

Este necesar un cadru legal clar si protectia intereselor tu-
turor partilor.

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Introduction. Single parenting by choice, among healthy
people, done through in vitro fertilization and surrogacy
raises multiple bioethical dilemmas concerning the child’s
rights, parental autonomy, and social implications. These
issues require thorough analysis within the context of con-
temporary reproductive medicine. Objective. To examine,
from a bioethical perspective, single parenting by choice
through in vitro fertilization and surrogacy, highlighting
ethical challenges and the rights of the parties involved. Ma-
terial and methods. The study included a qualitative anal-
ysis of scientific literature from databases such as PubMed,
Google Scholar and Scopus, along with an examination of
official documents and national and international regu-
lations concerning the bioethics of assisted reproduction
and the rights of individuals involved in single parenting by
choice. Results. The literature review highlights bioethical
dilemmas in single parenting by choice through in vitro fer-
tilization and surrogacy, such as the child’s right to identity,
parental autonomy and equal access to medical services for
everyone. A clear legal framework and protection of all par-
ties’ interests are necessary. The importance of informed
consent and increased attention to vulnerable groups is
emphasized. Surrogacy raises issues of potential exploita-
tion and fairness, while in vitro fertilization presents tech-
nological and social challenges. The findings support the
need for ongoing bioethical debates and legal adaptation.
Conclusion. The study highlights the need for an updated
legal and ethical framework for single parenting through in
vitro fertilization and surrogacy, aimed to protect the rights
of the child and the parent, ensuring informed consent, pre-
vention of exploitation, while adapting to social and medical
evolution.
