Existing reg-
ulations present gaps, which generate uncertainty in their
practical application, especially within cultural and reli-
gious contexts, often being neglected. The study identifies
the necessity for improving access to palliative care and
appropriate medication, while also emphasizing the need
for implementing enhanced policies that reconcile patient
autonomy with medical deontological obligations concern-
ing the human body. Conclusion. The right to life and death
remains a polarizing subject, requiring ongoing balanced
approaches that take into account the value pluralism of so-
ciety. The study proposes directions for non-discriminatory
legislative and medical reform aimed at protecting the pa-
tient’s fundamental rights.
