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Introducere. Managementul decizional al malformatiile fe-
tale este un domeniu complex, in care dilemele morale si in-
certitudinile medicale se intersecteaza. Tehnologia avansata
in diagnosticul prenatal a Tmbunatatit detectarea acestora,
insd nu a eliminat incertitudinile privind prognosticul asu-
pra calitatii vietii. Scop. Analiza fundamentarii deciziei etice
privind malformatiile fetale, identificarea dilemelor morale
si evaluarea influentei incertitudinii medicale in procesul
decizional. Material si metode. A fost realizata o revizuire
a literaturii stiintifice din surse precum PubMed, Mendeley
si Google Scholar, axandu-se pe articole despre etica medi-
cala, bioetica prenatala si deciziile n sarcina cu prognostic
rezervat. Abordarea include metodele analizei, sintezei si
hermeneuticii, oferind o intelegere profunda a subiectului.
Rezultate. Decizia etica in cazul malformatiilor fetale se
bazeaza pe patru principii bioetice fundamentale: autono-
mia pacientei, beneficienta, non-maleficienta si justitia. Cele
doua dileme majore identificate sunt: 1) respectarea drep-
tului fatului la viata versus riscurile unei vieti cu suferinta
severd si dizabilitate ireversibild; 2) intreruperea sarcinii
ca solutie terapeutica sau alegere morala controversata. In-
certitudinea medicala legata de severitatea malformatiei si
impactul asupra calitatii vietii postnatale complica procesul
decizional si amplifica tensiunea emotionala. Prin urmare,
decizia implica evaluarea riscurilor si beneficiilor. Conclu-
zii. 1) Gestionarea dilemelor morale presupune o abordare
multidisciplinard, cu consiliere empatica si oferirea unor
informatii clare. 2)Decizia trebuie sa integreze datele medi-
cale obiective cu valorile familiei, respectand in acelasi timp
un cadru legal si etic bine stabilit.

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Introduction. The decision-making management of fetal
malformations is a complex field where moral dilemmas
and medical uncertainties intersect. Advanced prenatal di-
agnostic technology has improved the detection of malfor-
mations, but uncertainties about prognosis and its impact
on quality of life still remain. Objective. To analyze the eth-
ical foundation of decision-making in fetal malformations,
identify moral dilemmas, and assess the influence of med-
ical uncertainty in the decision-making process. Material
and methods. A review of the scientific literature was con-
ducted using sources like PubMed, Mendeley, and Google
Scholar, focusing on articles related to medical ethics, pre-
natal bioethics, and decision-making in pregnancies with a
reserved prognosis. The approach involves analysis, synthe-
sis, and hermeneutics, offering a thorough understanding
of the topic. Results. Ethical decision-making in fetal mal-
formations is based on four fundamental bioethical princi-
ples: patient autonomy, beneficence, non-maleficence, and
justice. The two main dilemmas identified are: 1respecting
the fetus’s right to life versus the risks of a life with severe
suffering and irreversible disability; 2 pregnancy termina-
tion as a therapeutic solution or controversial moral choice.
Medical uncertainty regarding the severity of the malfor-
mation and the impact on postnatal quality of life compli-
cates the decision-making process and amplifies emotional
tension. Therefore, the decision involves evaluating risks
and benefits. Conclusion. 1 Managing moral dilemmas
requires a multidisciplinary approach, with empathetic
counseling and providing clear information. 2 The deci-
sion must integrate objective medical data with the family’s
values, while also adhering to a well-established legal and
ethical framework.
