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Introducere. Donarea de organe este o practica medicala
vitala si complexa din punct de vedere moral. Etica acesteia
implica intrebari profunde despre autonomie, moarte, con-
simtamant si responsabilitate sociald, mai ales in contextul
mortii cerebrale, privind echitatea accesului si impactul
asupra comunitatii.

Studiul arata ca, desi majoritatea
specialistilor considera moartea cerebrala un criteriu val-
id pentru donare, multi pacienti si familii o percep ca fiind
problematica. Autonomia ramane un principiu central, dar
se confrunta cu limite in contextul consimtamantului pre-
zumat. Exista tensiuni intre nevoia de organe si respectul
pentru persoana decedata. Sistemele de alocare trebuie
sa evite discriminarea si sa asigure echitate, dar aplicarea
acestor principii e inegala la nivel global. De asemenea, lipsa
educatiei etice in randul publicului contribuie la neintele-
geri si reticenta fata de donare, accentuand complexitatea
etica a procesului. Concluzii. 1. Donarea de organe ridica
dileme morale esentiale. Este necesar un echilibru intre
nevoia de salvare a vietilor si respectarea autonomiei si
demnitatii umane. 2. Educatia etica si reglementarile clare
pot Tmbunatati acceptarea sociala si echitatea in sistemul
de transplant.

The study
shows that although most specialists consider brain death a
valid criterion for donation, many patients and families per-
ceive it as problematic. Autonomy remains a central princi-
ple but faces limitations in the context of presumed consent.
There are tensions between the need for organs and respect
for the deceased person. Allocation systems must avoid dis-
crimination and ensure equity, but the application of these
principles is uneven globally. Additionally, the lack of ethical
education among the public contributes to misunderstand-
ings and reluctance toward donation, further highlighting
the ethical complexity of the process. Conclusion. 1. Organ
donation raises fundamental moral dilemmas. It is essential
to find a balance between the urgent need to save lives and
the respect for human autonomy and dignity. 2. Ethical ed-
ucation and clear, consistent regulations can enhance social
acceptance and equity in transplant systems.
