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Introducere. Implantarea postextractionala reprezinta
un concept controversat in implantologia orald moderna,
ghidat de indicatiile restranse ale acestei manopere chiru-
rgicale. In zona frontald a maxilarelor, implantarea imedi-
ata urmadreste Inlocuirea in termen scurt a functionalitatii
si esteticului dintilor pierduti. Scop. Studierea eficacitatii
tehnicii de implantare imediata (tip 1) in zona frontald, cu
scopul de a evita perioada de regenerare postextractionala
si a restabili functia si esteticul zonei anterioare. Material
si metode. Studiul s-a bazat pe cazul clinic al pacientei C.E.
care prezenta pierderea atasamentului gingival 2/3 radicu-
lare si mobilitate patologica de gradul 3 a dintilor 3.2-4.2. 1
In urma odontectomiei dintilor nominalizati, au fost
inserate 2 implanturi dentare endoosoase in pozitiile d.
3.2 si 4.2, cu aplicarea ulterioara a lucrarii protetice
provizorii. Re-zultate. Dupa inserarea implanturilor in
pozitiile 3.2 si 4.2, cu aplicarea suruburilor de vindecare
si suturarea plagii cu fir rezorbabil (PGA), la a treia zi a
fost aplicata lucrarea protetica provizorie. Pacienta a fost
monitorizatd la a 3-a, 7-a zi, 2 luni postoperator.
Stabilitatea implanturilor a fost mentinuta la valori
predictibile (-7 periotest) si integrarea osoasd a fost
realizata favorabil. Totusi, e de mentionat o usoara
retractie gingivald (1.5mm), subiacent lucrarii provi-zorii.
Analiza radiologica la 6 luni a evidentiat o mentinere
satisfacatoare a crestei osoase, iar reabilitarea estetica si
functionala au fost favorabile. Concluzii. Implantarea ime-
diatda postextractionald este o metoda favorabild de trata-
ment In cazul pacientilor care prezinta indicatii corespun-
zdtoare, dar si un grad de igiena la nivel. Rezultatele pot fi
predictibile in lipsa contraindicatiilor si a managementului
postoperator corect. Cuvinte-cheie: implantare imediata
postextractionald, zona anterioara.
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Introduction. Immediate implant placement is a modern
controversial concept in oral surgery, due to the limited in-
dications of this surgical technique. Its applications in the
anterior region of the maxillary bones are guided by the
necessity to reinstate the functionality and esthetic aspect
of the extracted teeth. Objective. Assessment of the imme-
diate implant placement efficacy (type 1) in the anterior re-
gion, in order to avoid the regeneration period after tooth
extraction and to restore the function and aesthetics. Ma-
terial and methods. The study was based on the clinical
case of patient C.E; who presented a 2/3 loss of gingival at-
tachment and stage 3 mobility of the teeth 3.2-4.2. Follow-
ing the odontectomy of the nominalized teeth, there were
inserted two endosseous implants in the position of 3.2 and
4.2. Later, the provisional prosthesis was placed. Results.
Implants were placed in position 3.2 and 4.2, healing abut-
ments were applied and the surgical wound was sutured
using resorbable thread (PGA). On the third postoperative
day, a provisional prosthesis was placed. The patient was
monitored on days 3 and 7-, and 2-months post-op. Implant
stability remained within predictable values (Periotest: -7),
and osseointegration went favorably. However, a slight gin-
gival recession (1.5 mm) was noted under the provisional
restoration. Radiographic assessment at 6 months demon-
strated satisfactory preservation of the alveolar ridge, and
both aesthetic and functional rehabilitation outcomes were
favorable. Conclusion. Immediate post-extraction implant
placement is an efficient treatment option for patients with
appropriate indications, sufficient bone volume, and good
oral hygiene. Clinical outcomes are generally predictable
when contraindications are absent and postoperative care
is properly managed. Keywords: immediate implant place-
ment, anterior mandibular region.
