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Introducere. Limfadenita este inflamatia ganglionilor lim-
fatici, aparuta ca reactie la un proces infectios. Diagnos-
ticul corect, stabilit prin examen clinic si paraclinic, este
esential pentru succesul tratamentului, stabilit conform
evolutiei clinice, ce variaza de la terapie medicamentoasa
la interventie chirurgicald. Scop. Studiu particularitatilor
diagnosticului si tratamentului a limfadenitelor, detectdnd
formele clinice a bolii, investigatii paraclinice actuale si
alegerea tratamentului in functie de evolutia bolii. Material
si metode. Cercetdrile statistice au fost efectuate in cadrul
sectiei de chirurgie oro-maxilo-faciala pediatrica a Spitalu-
lui Clinic Republican pentru copii “Emilian Cotaga”. Pe baza
diagnosticului au stat ecografie si tomografie computeriza-
ta. Au fost supuse analizei prin programul Microsoft Excel
75 pacienti in sectie timp de 01.05.24 - 01.05.25. Rezultate.
Analizand datele obtinute s-a constatat o frecventa mai ridi-
catd la categoria de varsta 1,2,6 si 10 ani, cel mai des afectati
fiind sexul feminin (58,67 %), cel masculin reprezentand 31
de cazuri (41,33%). In urma studiului s-a observat spori-
rea cazurilor in mediul rural (39 de cazuri). La 73 pacienti
a fost stabilit diagnosticul de limfadenita acuta (97,33%)
si la 2 pacienti limfadenita cronica (2,67%). Tratamentul
chirurgical s-a efectuat in 55 de cazuri, cu incizie si drenajul
abceselor tegumentelor si tesutului subcutanat, pe cand cel
conservativ s-a executat la 20 pacienti, s-a observat si 1 caz
de excizie a ganglionului limfatic. Concluzii. Diagnosticul de
limfadenite necesita examinare clinica si paraclinica, efectu-
atd prin intermediul ultrasonografiei, ecografiei, tomogra-
fiei computerizate. Analiza statistica a demonstrat sporirea
cazurilor de limfadenita acuta, cel mai des aparuta la sexul
feminin la varstele prescolare si scolare. Cuvinte-cheie:

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Introduction. Lymphadenitis is the inflammation of lymph
nodes, occurring as a reaction to an infectious process. The
correct diagnosis, fixed by clinical and paraclinical exam-
ination, is essential for the success of the treatment, deter-
mined according to the clinical course, which varies from
drug therapy to surgery. Objective. To analyze diagnostic
and treatment features of lymphadenitis, identifying clinical
forms, using modern investigations, and selecting therapy
based on the disease’s clinical progression. Material and
methods. The statistical research was carried out in the pe-
diatric oro-maxillofacial surgery department of the Emilian
Cotaga Republican Children’s Clinical Hospital. The diagno-
sis was based on ultrasonography and computerized tomog-
raphy. They were subjected to analysis by Microsoft Excel
program 75 patients in the ward during 01.05.24 - 01.05.25.
Results. Analyzing the obtained data, it was found a higher
frequency in the age group 1,2,6 and 10 years, the most fre-
quently affected being females (58.67%), males accounting
for 31 cases (41.33%). The study demonstrated an increase
in cases in rural areas (39 cases). The diagnosis of acute
lymphadenitis was established in 73 patients (97.33%) and
chronic lymphadenitis in 2 patients (2.67%). Surgical treat-
ment was performed in 55 cases, with incision and drainage
of abscesses of the integument and subcutaneous tissue,
while conservative treatment was performed in 20 patients,
1 case of lymph node excision was also observed. Conclu-
sion. The diagnosis of lymphadenitis requires clinical and
paraclinical examination, performed by ultrasonography,
ultrasonography, computed tomography. Statistical analysis
demonstrated the increase in cases of acute lymphadenitis,
most often occurring in females at preschool and school
ages.
