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COMPLICATIILE CANCERULUI COLORECTAL iN CLINICILE DE CHIRURGIE GENERALA
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Introducere: Cresterea ratei de imbolnavire, rezultatele nesatisfacatoare ale tratamentului si multiplele probleme organizatorice
nerezolvate Tn ajutorarea pacientilor cu cancer de colon necesita masuri de urgenta.

Scopul studiului: De a examina rezultatele directe ale tratamentului pacientilor cu cancer complicat de colon si rect, prin
identificarea cauzelor de baza si a celor indirecte care determina rezultatele nesatisfacatoare.

Material si metode: intr-o regiune teritoriald compactd cu o populatie de circa 500.000 au fost analizate rezultatele
tratamentului a 308 pacienti cu cancer colo-rectal, supusi interventiilor operatorii in Clinica de chirurgie generala. Pacientii au
fost repartizati in 2 grupuri: operati programat (157) si operati de urgenta (151).

Rezultate: Tntre pacientii inclusi in studiu au predominat cei operati planificat (52,3%). Virsta medie in grupuri a fost
comparabild, respectiv 58,7 si 61,4 ani. Dupa localizare, 40,8+3,9% pacienti cu patologii urgente, au prezentat afectiuni ale
colonului descendent si sigmoid. In ambele grupuri au fost prezenti pacienti in stadii tardive: la stadiile 3-4 — 90,4% (planificati)
si 100% (cu cancer colorectal complicat). Principalele complicatii: obstructia intestinala 65,6% (99 pacienti); la 48 pacienti pe
parcursul operatiei a fost identificata peritonita din cauza rupturii intestinului sau microperforatiilor tumorilor. Patru pacienti au
fost operati In legatura cu hemoragia tumorii decadente. La pacientii planificati in 12,1% cazuri au fost identificate complicatji
similare. Operatia radical a fost posibild in 70,4% cazuri in grupul 1 si doar in 28,8% din grupul 2. Tn cazul operatiilor planificate
la 82,0% pacientii a fost aplicata anastomoza primara, iar la pacientii cu cancer colorectal complicat — doar la 50%; colostomia —
in 25,2+3,6% cazuri (planificati) si 54,4+4,1% (urgenta). Mortalitatea — 14,9+2,0% cazuri.

Concluzii: Rezultatele tratamentului pacientilor cu cancer colorectal au fost agravate de frecventa inalta a formelor complicate
ale acestei patologii. Implementarea sistemelor de “screening” pentru detectarea precoce a cancerului colorectal, poate
fmbunatati parametrii chirurgicali si reduce frecventa formelor complicate de cancer colorectal.

COMPLICATIONS OF COLORECTAL CANCER IN GENERAL SURGICAL CLINICS

Introduction: The growth of the disease, consistently poor results and many unsettled organizational issues in patients with
colon cancer call for urgent solving of the problem.

The aim: To examine the results of treatment in patients with the complicated cancer of the colon and rectum.

Material and methods: In the compact territorial area (population: 500.000) there were studied the outcomes of treating in 308
patients operated in general clinical hospital for colorectal cancer. The patients were distributed into 2 groups: elective (157) and
urgent surgery (151).

Results: The average age of the patients in the groups was identical, respectively — 58.7 and 61.4 years old. Taking into
account the location, 40.8+3.9% of patients with urgent pathology had an affection of descending and sigmoid colon. In both
groups of patients there were those with late stages: 3-4th stages — 90.4% (in group 1), and 100% (in group Il). The main
complication was acute intestinal obstruction 65.6% (99 patients). In 48 patients there were general or local peritonitis. Four
patients were operated in connection with the hemorrhage from tumor. In group | similar complications were only in 12.1%
cases. Radical surgery: in group | — 70.4%, and only 28.8% — in group Il. Primary anastomosis was possible in 82% cases in
group |, and only in 50% cases from group II; colostomy — 25 versus 54 cases. Mortality rate — 14%.

Conclusion: The treatment outcomes of patients with colorectal cancer were largely aggravated by the significant frequency of
complicated forms of the disease. The implementation of the screening systems for early detection of cancer of the colon and
rectum can improve the results of the surgical interventions and reduce the frequency of complicated forms of colorectal cancer.
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Scop: Considerata in prezent marker al esecului tratamentului chirurgical, recidiva herniei inghinale are in literatura o rata ce
variaza ntre 1-4% indiferent de calea de abord. Aceasta lucrare isi propune sa gaseasca factorii semnificativi cu rol in aparitia
recidivei.

Material si metode: Un total de 257 pacienti au fost inclusi intr-un studiu prospectiv din ianuarie 2013 pina in octombrie 2014
cu urmarire clinica postoperatorie la 1 luna, 6 luni si 1 an.

Rezultate: Chiar daca recidiva dupa abordul laparoscopic nu a depasit 4%, cei mai importanti factori de risc au fost identificati
in curba de instruire si in dimensiunea protezei folosite.

Concluzii: Deoarece cele mai multe recidive au fost diagnosticate in prima luna postoperator acest studiu subliniaza ca erorile
tehnice au fost principalii factori cu rol n recidiva, subliniind astfel rolul urmaririi postoperatorii.

RECURRENCE RISK FACTORS AFTER LAPAROSCOPIC TREATMENT FOR INGUINAL HERNIA
Purpose: Recurrence after inguinal hernia surgery is currently considered a marker of treatment failure being quoted in

literature with a rate ranging in between 1-4% regardless laparoscopic or conventional approach. This paper aims to find
significant risk factors for recurrence.
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
