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Introducere. Siguranta pacientilor comporta un aspect ingrijorator in sistemele de asistentd medicala
din intreaga lume.

Scopul lucrarii. Evaluarea sigurantei pacientilor la efectuarea procedurilor medicale invazive si
factorilor de risc a infectiei asociate asistentei medicale.

Material si metode. Lucrarea a fost efectuati in SCMU, a. 2014, fiind folosite metodele:
epidemiologica, bacteriologica, sociologica si statistica. S-au investigat sectiile chirurgie,
traumatologie, anlizandu-se lavaje (351), probe: la sterilitate (61), la aer (10). Sondajul sociologic pe
147 de subiecti.

Rezultate. Pentru diagnosticul epidemiologic al infectiilor septico-purulente, au fost efectuate 10477
interventii chirurgicale, 7083 operatii aseptice si 3394 septice, 79 cazuri complicate cu infectie
nozocomiald (IN). Pentru producerea evenimentelor adverse asociate actului medical invaziv au fost
recoltate probele: sterilitate (8095), aer (786), lavaje (21295). Structura lavajelor pozitive este —
80,05% bacteriile grupei intestinale si 19,95% de S.aureus. Evaluarea opiniei medicilor si pacientilor
despre securitatea si procedurile invazive s-a efectuat in functie de apartenenta la sex, varsta, nivelul
de scolarizare a pacientilor. Nivelul de scolarizare (r. partial = 0.56, p<0.01), numarul de sedinte de
informare (r. partial = 0,45, p<0,01), varsta (r. partial = 0,34, p<0,000557).

Concluzii. (1) Indicele de frecventa a IN in SCMU este de 6,2% din numarul total de pacienti.

(2) Factorul etiologic principal in sectiile: chirurgie abdominala (flora gram-negativa), traumatologie
(S. aureus). (3) Tnrolarea in studiu s-a efectuat dupa varsta tanard, nivelul educational si repetarea
sedintelor pentru explicatii.
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Introduction. Patients safety is a matter of concern in healthcare systems worldwide.

Objective of the study. Assessment of patient safety when performing medical invasive procedures
and rating risk factors of healthcare associated infection.

Material and methods. The research was carried out in SCMU, in 2014, using epidemiological,
bacteriological, sociological and statistical methods. There were investigated the departaments of
surgery and traumatology, analyzing lavages therapeutic irrigations (351), sterility samples (61), air
sterility samples (10), sociologic survey — 147 subjects.

Results. For epidemiological diagnosis of septic-purulent infections there were performed 10477
surgeries, 7083 aseptic interventions, 3394 septic interventions and 79 cases complicated by
nosocomial infections. For production of adverse events associated with the invasive medical act the
following probes were collected: sterility (8095), air (786), lavages ( 21295). The structure of the
positive lavages was: 80,05% — bacteria of intestinal groups and 19,95% — S. aureus. Assessment of
physicians and patients awareness about safety and invasive procedures was performed according to
their sex, age and education level. The education level (partial r=0,56, p<0,01), the number of
information meetings (partial r=0,45, p<0,01), age (partial r=0.34, p<0,000557).

Conclusions. (1) Nosocomial infections frequency index in SCMU is 6.2% of the total number of
patients. (2) Main aetiologic factor in the following departments: abdominal surgery- gram-negative
flora, of traumatology — S. aureus. (3) Enrollment in the study was carried by age, education level and
repeating explanation sessions.
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
