Un suport indispensabil n realizarea si optimizarea acestora revine Bioeticii si Stiintelor
comportamentului.

Scopul lucririi. Evidentierea unor particularititi ale implicarii bioeticii in procesul curativ si de
asistentd psihiatrica.

Material si metode. Suportul cercetarii constituie in fond surse publicate: rezultate ale investigatiilor
stiintifice, etice si bioetice, sociologice, date statistice, alte materiale editate.

Rezultate. Relatiile medic-pacient in psihiatrie presupun complexitati evidente dat fiind faptul specific
traditionale paternaliste si cele, mai recente, ale acordului informat.
