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Introducere. Conform multiplelor referinte bibliografice infectia herpetica asimptomatica (IHA)
variazd de la 42-68% si ramane dificil de diagnosticat datoritd absentei eruptiilor herpetice
caracteristice. Virusul herpes simplex persista in ganglionii sacrali, poate afecta nervii vezicali si clinic
se manifesta prin: limfadenopatie inghinala, disurie, sindrom pseudogripal, leucoree apoasa, retentie
acutd de urina. Tratamentul antiviral raiméane medicatia de electie in [HA.
Scopul luerarii. Elucidarea celor mai frecvente manifestéri clinice in ITHA la gravide si atitudinea
terapeutica in aceste cazuri.
Material si metode. Studiu retrospectiv pe parcurs a 3 ani (2012-2014) n cadrul IMSP SCM nr.1 in
baza analizei a 421 cazuri clinice a gravidelor diagnosticate cu IH (infectie herpeticd). Diagnosticul s-a
stabilit prin aprecierea IgM antiherpetice si reactiei de polimerizare in lant pozitive. Tratamentul
administrat — Tab. Valaciclovir 500 mg de 2 ori pe zi 10 zile dupa 16 saptamani de gestatie.
Rezultate. Conform datelor obtinute in studiu, din cele 421 gravide cu IH, THA s-a estimat in 215
(51,8%) cazuri, cu varsta cuprinsa intre 16 si 42 (32,2+2,8) ani. Semnele clinice au avut urmatoarea
structura: disuria a fost plasatd pe primul loc cu o incidentd de 108 (50,8%) cazuri, limfadenopatia
inghinala a fost apreciata in 22 (10,2%) cazuri, sindrom pseudogripal s-a estimat n 13 (6,0%) cazuri,
leucoree apoasa 1n 12 (5,5%) cazuri, si 1 caz (0,4%) retentie acutd de urind. Tabloul clinic a diminuat
dupa administrarea tratamentului aniviral in 2-8 zile (in mediu 4-5 zile).
Concluzii. Disuria rimane a fi semnul clinic de bazd in formele inaparente de herpes genital.
Eficacitate terapeutica s-a estimat in rezultatul admistrarii terapiei antivirale cu tab. Valaciclovir, ce a
dus la cuparea semnelor disurice Tn 4-5 zile.
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Introduction. According to multiple references asymptomatic herpes infection (AHI) ranges from 42
to 68% and remains difficult to diagnose due to the lack of characteristic herpetic eruptions. Herpes
simplex virus persists in sacral ganglia, they can affect bladder nerves and clinically manifest by:
inguinal lymphadenopathy, dysuria, flu, aqueous leucorrhea, acute urinary retention. Antiviral therapy
remains the medication of choice in AHI.

Objective of the study. Determination of the most frequent clinical manifestations of AHI in
pregnancy and therapeutic approach in these cases.

Material and methods. Retrospective study over 3 years (2012-2014) in the IMSP SCM No.1 in the
analysis of 421 clinical cases of pregnant women diagnosed with IH (herpes infection). Diagnosis was
established by assessing antiherpes IgM and positive polymerase chain reaction.Treatment
administered: Tab. Valaciclovir 500 mg 2 times twice daily 10 days after 16 weeks of gestation.
Results. According to data obtained in the study, out of 421 women with IH, AHI was estimated in
215 (51.8%) cases aged between 16 — 42 (32.2+2.8) years. The clinical signs had the following
structure: dysuria was placed first with an incidence of 108 (50.8%) cases, inguinal lymphadenopathy
was assessed in 22 (10.2%) cases, flu was estimated in 13 (6.0%) cases, aqueous leucorrhea in 12
(5.5%) cases, and 1 case (0.4%) of acute urinary retention. Clinical signs decreased after antiviral
treatment within 2-8 days (average 4-5 days).

Conclusions. Dysuria remains the basic clinical sign of concealed forms of genital herpes.
Therapeutic efficacy was estimated as a result of antiviral therapy: tab. Valaciclovir, resulting in
cessation of dysuria signs in 4-5 days.
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
