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Introducere. Salvarea vietilor umane, lupta cu moartea, reprezintd scopul suprem al medicinei. Dorinta de a
trdi este un instinct natural si, in cele mai multe cazuri, nu se supune unor deliberari, cel putin nu din partea
medicilor, celor care prin definitie au menirea sd o conserveze. Perspectiva sociald, catalogheaza suicidul
drept un fenomen paradoxal, alienat, chiar blamat, care a creat o reticenta colectiva si o atitudine evitanta.

Scopul lucrarii. Relevarea unor aspecte ale manifestarii suicidului inclusiv si prin aplicarea activi a
principiilor bioetice. Trasarea perspectivei unei metodologii de abordare eficientd, care sd corespunda
necesitatilor si vulnerabilitatilor pacientilor suicidari.

Material si metode. Publicatii de referintd internationale. Cercetari stiintifice publicate in domeniul
psihiatriei, psihologiei medicale, filosofiei, bioeticii. Analiza sociologica.

Rezultate. Pacientul suicidar poate fi ajutat, numai din moment ce este constientizatd autonomia fiintei
umane si dreptul de a decide asupra finalului existentei sale. Numai in asa caz medicul este capabil sa se
apropie de suferinta pacientului si sa o asiste cu profesionalism, fard aplicarea unor scheme de constrangere,
care s-au demonstrat a fi ineficiente. Analiza si intelegrea mecanismelor functionale ale pacientilor suicidari,
aplicarea principiilor bioetice, adaptarea la realitatea individuala a pacientului, sporesc considerabil sansele
de viata.

Concluzii. Problema etica a suicidului este complexa si invoca o analizd minutioasd a cauzelor care duc la
astfel de actiuni distructive. Datorita aplicarii active a principiilor bioetice rezultd adoptarea unei atitudini
potrivite rezolvarii situatiilor conflictuale individuale.
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Introduction. Fighting against death, saving human lives, represents the ultimate goal of medicine. The
desire to live is a natural instinct and, in most cases, is not subject to deliberations, at least not by physicians,
who by definition are meant to conserve life. Social perspective, catalogs suicide as a paradoxical
phenomenon, blamed, even alienated that have created a collective reluctance and an avoidant behavior.

Objective of the study. Revealing certain aspects of suicidal behavior, including an active implementation
of bioethical principles. Structure a perspective of methodology, which may provide an effective approach,
that fits the needs and vulnerabilities of suicidal patient.

Material and methods. International reference publications. Published scientific research in psychiatry,
medical psychology, philosophy, bioethics. Sociological analysis.

Results. Suicidal patient can be helped, since it is realized human autonomy and the right to decide on the
end of its existence. Only in this case, doctor is able to approach the patient's suffering and to assist it
professionally, without application of coercive schemes that have proved to be ineffective. Analyzing and
understanding functional mechanisms of suicidal patient, applying the principles of bioethics, adapting to the
reality of the individual patient, increase the chances of life.

Conclusion. Ethical problem of suicide is complex and rely on a thorough analysis of the causes leading to
such destructive actions. Due to active application of the principles of bioethics, is possible to adopt an
attitude suited to solve individual conflict situations.
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
