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Introducere. Religia mereu a jucat un rol primordial in re-
zolvarea dilemelor etice, cum ar fi dreptul la avort, impu-
nandu-si perspectivele si ideile sale asupra vietii si mortii.
Scopul lucrarii. Analiza si sinteza argumentelor pro si
contra privind dreptul la avort din perspectiva curentelor
religioase. Material si metode. A fost realizat un studiu de
tip secundar, calitativ, sinteza narativa. Sursele publicate au
fost preluate din bazele de date PubMed, Google Scholar,
Medline, biblioteca OMS, biblioteca InfoMedica. Sinteza a
inclus mai mult de 40 de surse bibliografice. Rezultate. Ini-
tial, atitudinea Bisericii Catolice asupra avortului a fost una
negativa, egaland avortul cu un omor; treptat, viziuneaaces-
teia s-a schimbat, declarandu-se ca in anumite circumstante
acesta poate fi acceptat. Biserica Protestanta sustine drep-
tul la avort, dar cu anumite limite, fiind vazut ca un ,,rau” ne-
cesar. Totodata, comunitatile protestante liberale din Franta
si Elvetia au pledat pentru legalizarea dreptului de a decide
liber cu privire la intreruperea sarcinii in primele 12 sapta-
mani. Pozitia Bisericii Ortodoxe se aseamang, la nivel moral,
cu cea a Bisericii Catolice, vazand uciderea deliberata a fa-
tului ca un pacat, care in anumite situatii poate fi justificata.
Hinduismul considera ca fiind conceput, copilul deja este o
persoana vie, iar avortarea il va supune unui ciclu netermi-
nabil de nastere, moarte si renastere. Diverse curente isla-
mice vad avortul diferit, Insa majoritatea sunt de acord ca
terminarea sarcinii din cauza prezentei unor anomalii este
permisa panad la a 120-a zi de gestatie, inaintea Insufletirii.
Concluzii. Biserica catolica si ortodoxa au viziuni asema-
natoare asupra avortului, acceptandu-l doar in cazuri ex-
ceptionale; protestantismul considera ca fiecare isi asuma
responsabilitatea pentru faptele sale in fata lui Dumnezeu;
iar hinduismul si islamul interzic avortul. Cuvinte-cheie:

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Introduction. Religion has always played a primary role
in solving ethical dilemmas, such as the right to abortion,
imposing its perspectives and ideas on life and death. Ob-
jective of the study. Analysis and synthesis of the pros and
cons of the right to abortion from the perspective of religi-
ous currents. Material and methods. A study of a secon-
dary, qualitative-type, narrative synthesis was conducted.
The published sources were taken from the databases Pub-
Med, Google Scholar, Medline, WHO library and InfoMedica
library. The synthesis included more than 40 bibliographic
resources. Results. Initially, the Catholic Church’s attitu-
de towards abortion was negative, equating abortion with
murder; gradually, its view changed, stating that under
certain circumstances, it could be accepted. The Protestant
church supports the right to abortion, but with certain li-
mits, seeing it as a necessary ,evil”. Furthermore, the liberal
Protestant communities in France and Switzerland advoca-
ted legalizing the right to freely decide on the termination of
pregnancy in the first 12 weeks. The position of the Ortho-
dox Church is morally similar to that of the Catholic Church,
seeing the deliberate killing of the fetus as a sin, which in
some cases can be justified. Hinduism believes that being
conceived, a child is already a living person, and abortion
will subject him to an unfinished cycle of birth, death, and
rebirth. Various Islamic currents see abortion differently,
but most agree that termination of pregnancy due to the
presence of abnormalities is allowed until the 120th day of
gestation, before enlivening. Conclusion. The Catholic and
Orthodox churches have similar views on abortion, accep-
ting it only in exceptional cases; Protestantism considers
everyone takes responsibility for their deeds before God;
Hinduism and Islam prohibit abortion. Keywords: Aborti-
on, Christianity, Protestantism, Hinduism, Islam.
